MRT PROJECT:


The Port received the new Joint Public Notice that the Corps of Engineers has put out on the MRT Project. It says that a public notice was originally issued on July 21, 2016 and no comments came in on that. It goes on to say that the application and permit drawings were modified to show that the proposed work would include the installation of a new pipe bridge, access road, containment burn, storage tanks, pump platform, new docks, and an access ramp.

RED RIVER, ATCHAFALAYA, & BAYOU BOEUF LEVEE BOARD


The Port, at a prior meeting, passed a resolution to support the application to the Red River, Atchafalaya, & Bayou Boeuf Levee Board. That will be heard by the levee board on Tuesday, October 4th. The levee board has said it will be approved and attendance is not necessary from anyone from the Port.
