OTHER BUSINESS:
DANIEL SUIRRE:


Mr. Daniel Suirre attended the meeting to give his recommendations on timber that is located on Port property. He reported that the tract North of the Port (Vannoy Property) needs to grow and looked at in about 15 years. The tract South of the Port (Bradford Ware Property) is ready to be cut and gave specifications for proper cutting on various species of trees.


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that the way it will basically work is that the Port will run several advertisements in the Daily World for bids. Bid packets will be available at the Port office. These packets will include the cutting specifications that Mr. Suirre reported to the Board. The bids will be taken, which will be a lump sum bid, and they will have a period of 24 months to harvest the trees with the option to extend it another 6 months for an additional fee. The bid specs will include a provision that the Board has the right to reject any bid.

As previously reported, they have reached an agreement in principle. They now want to do a 10 year lease with a 10 year option. They have also agreed to pay the Port a thruput in addition to the dock and land rental.
