    WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the Tensas Basin Levee District is in receipt of a letter from U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Vicksburg District requesting Rights-of-Way be furnished for the FC/MR&T, Red River Backwater Project, Larto Lake to Jonesville Area Levee, Jonesville to Diversion Channel New Levee Item No. 3-A, Bayou Island Levee Setback, Catahoula Parish, Louisiana.

     WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the Tensas Basin Levee District has obtained the necessary Rights-of-Way for the Island Bayou, Mayna, Levee Setback, Catahoula Parish, Louisiana.

     THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of the Tensas Basin Levee District has acquired the real property interests required by the Department of the Army, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Vicksburg District. The Levee District is otherwise vested with sufficient title and interest in lands to support surveys, environmental/cultural resources investigations, general planning investigations and construction for the FC/MR&T, Red River Backwater Project, Larto Lake to Jonesville Area Levee, Jonesville to Diversion Channel New Levee Item No. 3-A, Bayou Island Levee Setback, Catahoula and Concordia Parish, Louisiana. 

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that payments made for the acquisition of the Rights-of-Way for this project were made in accordance with provisions of the Uniform Real Property Acquisition Act and all payments and assistance as required by Public Law 91-646, as amended by Public Law 100-17.

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that these Rights-of-Way are made available free of all costs to the United States, including damages to timber and crops, if any, and that the Levee District will hold harmless and blameless the United States of America and the U. S. Corp of Engineers for any and all damages that may result from the construction of the proposed work.

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this resolution be forwarded to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Vicksburg District
