Those members being in attendance, Chairman Foxe Smothers called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 
The Board reviewed the minutes from the both previous Quarterly Board Meeting and the Special Board meeting that was held December 14, 2011. Mr. Cal Grevemberg motioned to approve the minutes as written. Mr. Burroughs seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C-11-025 Hussey v. Maxcy LHI#10349- Both parties were present. Mr. Terry Hardouin served as the SIE on the complaint. Mr. Hardouin briefed the Board on his findings on whether or not Mr. Maxcy received compensation for referrals with United Fire and Water. The Board reviewed the documents presented to them. The Board did not see anything that showed that Mr. Maxcy had any ownership with United Fire and Water. The Board addressed each complaint individually:

LA46XL.501.B5- Mrs. Fuselier motioned to dismiss Mr. Burst seconded and the motion was carried.

LA46XL.501B6- Mrs. Fuselier motioned to take under advisement pending further investigation by the SIE to determine whether a Home Inspection was performed along with a Mold Inspection, Mr. Burst seconded and the motion was carried

LA46XL.501B7- Mrs. Fuselier motioned to dismiss Mr. Burst seconded and the motion was carried.

LA46XL.501B8- Mr. Burroughs motioned to take under advisement pending further investigation by the SIE Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried.
LA46XL.501B11- Mr. Burroughs motioned to dismiss Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried

LA46XL.501B12- Mr. Burroughs motioned to dismiss Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried

LA46XL.501A- Mr. Burroughs motioned to dismiss Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried

LA46XL.309C6&7- Mr. Burroughs motioned to take under advisement pending further investigation by SIE.  Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried.

Once the SIE’s investigation is complete, a report will be distributed to both parties and the findings will be discussed at the next Quarterly Board Meeting.
C-11-028 LSBHI v. Paradela LHI#10501- Mr. Paradela was not present. Mr. Burroughs motioned to suspend Mr. Paradela’s license for failing to appear before the Board. The motion dies. Mrs. Fuselier motioned approve the pre-hearing resolution of a $100.00 fine plus properly displaying license number on all advertising materials within 30 days. Seconded by Mr. LeBas; opposed by Mr. Burroughs and the motion carried.
C-12-001 LSBHI v. Moyer LHI#10365- Mr. Moyer was present at the time of the Board meeting. Board C.O.O., Morgan Spinosa filed a complaint against Mr. Moyer for continuing to perform inspections with an expired license. Mr. Moyer admitted to completing inspections while holding an expired license. Mr. Moyer’s employer, Gurtler Bros. brought it to the Boards attention that Mr. Moyers license was expired and they apologized for the oversight and Mr. Moyer took full responsibility. Mr. Moyer completed 71 inspections while his license was expired. Mr. Hardouin motioned to find Mr. Moyer in violation of LA46XL.115 and set a fine of $100.00. Mrs. Fuselier seconded; Mr. Burroughs apposed and the motion was carried.

III

Board Attorney, Albert Nicaud explained in detail the changes to the Standards of Practice. These proposed changes were emailed to every Home Inspector in the State prior to the Board meeting for review. Mr. Burroughs motioned to adopt the amended changes to the Standards of Practice. Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried. A copy of the Notice of Intent filed is expected to be published with the Office of the State Register and will be sent to all Home Inspectors.

Mr. Nicaud also briefed the Board on the proposed changes to the Continuing Education rules and the changes to the Standards of Practice. These changes were also emailed to every Home Inspector in the State prior to the Board meeting for review. Mr. Hardouin motioned that LA46XL.121.B7 be increased to four hours of continuing education for non-approved CE providers. Mrs. Fuselier seconded; Mr. Smothers and Mr. Burroughs apposed, the motion was carried.  Mrs. Fuselier motioned to adopt the amended continuing education changes. Mr. Hardouin seconded and the motion was carried. A copy of the Notice of Intent filed is expected to be published with the Office of the State Register and will be sent to all Home Inspectors.

Review Education applications:

Donaldson Educational Services (Pre-licensing)- Mr. Hardouin motioned to approve Donaldson Educational Services, Mrs. Fuselier seconded and the motion was carried.
InterNACHI (Online Pre-licensing)- Mrs. Fuselier motioned to approve InterNACHI, Mr Grevemberg seconded; Mr. Burroughs apposed  and the motion was carried.

Rick Haddad with Bizzuka came before the Board to discuss web development. The Board noted that they were happy with the current web developers and no changes needed to be made at this time but thanked Mr. Haddad for his time.

Mr. Sidney Chaisson spoke to the Board on the importance of education and how he feels Louisiana Home Inspectors need to be more educated in the industry. Mr. Chaisson requested that the Board consider raising the current CEU requirement from twenty hours to twenty four CE hours a year. Mr. Burroughs motioned to increase the number of required continuing education hours needed each year to renew your Home Inspectors license from 20 hours to 24 hours by a Board approved CE provider. Mr. Grevemberg seconded the motion; Mr. Hardouin and Mrs. Fuselier apposed. The motion was carried with a 4-2 vote in favor of the increase.
Mr. Burroughs motioned to revisit the Standards of Practice amendments to change the number of continuing education hours from 20 to 24. Mr. Burst seconded the motion and the motion was carried.

Mrs. Spinosa briefed the Board on the most up to date information from the LREC. The LREC published an article on behalf of the LSBHI to help educate the realtors on the re-use of home inspection reports and why it is prohibited. Mrs. Spinosa also noted that a copy of this article would be posted in the LSBHI Quarterly Newsletter.

Standardize the SIE process- Mr. Smothers requested that a sub-committee be formed to determine a set procedure for special investigative entities. A sub-committee was formed consisting of Roy Burst, Terry Hardouin and Fritz Gurtler. The sub-committee will meet to discuss a procedure and present it to the Board at the next Board meeting.

Repair Cost Estimates- Mr. Smothers briefed the Board on his research as well and the results of the poll what was sent to all Louisiana Home Inspectors. The Board discussed the information and it was determined that no action be taken on this matter.

Relocation Inspections- Mr. Burroughs briefed the Board on the process in which a relocation company is hired and a home inspection is performed. The Board requested that the C.O.O. issue a Cease and Desist to all relocation companies that have been using unlicensed home inspectors. It was determined that all relocation companies must use a licensed home inspector and follow the Louisiana State Board of Home Inspector’s Standards of Practice.
