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1. Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call,
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Gerald Alexander and a roll call determined there was a quorum present.

2. Agenda approval or amendment to the agenda by 2/3 votes
3. The Chairman asked for a motion to approve the agenda.  Motion was made by Mike Wood and seconded by Keith Lovell to approve the agenda. The Chairman called for the vote and approval of the agenda passed unanimously.

4. Approval of Minutes of November 21, 2013 Meeting
The Chairman called for any corrections or changes to the prior meeting minutes.  The Chairman called for a motion to approve the minutes of November 21, 2013 meeting as written.   Motion was made by Stuart Johnson and seconded by Keith Lovell to approve the minutes. The Chairman called for the vote and approval of the minutes passed unanimously.

5. Minor proposed Change to FY 2015 Draft Annual Basin Plan by CPRA
Don Haydel reviewed the change with the board.  The Chairman called for a motion to approve the minor change requested by CPRA: “The ABP will strive to beneficially utilize, to the extent practicable, any sediment removed from the Atchafalaya Basin to assist in building, sustaining, and maintaining Louisiana coastal wetlands.  The ABP is also available to work with CPRA and its partners in development of initial planning studies described in the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation fact sheet for the Gulf Environmental Fund, “Increase Atchafalaya Flow to Terrebonne: Planning” Project”.   Motion was made by Keith Lovell and seconded by Mike Wood to approve the change. The Chairman called for the vote and approval of the change passed unanimously.

6. Consideration of FY 2015 Draft Annual Basin Plan

Motion was made by Paul Naquin to accept the FY 2015 Annual Basin Plan, seconded by Stuart Johnson. Motion passed.
7. Old Business  
Paul Naquin discussed the funds transfer from Cocodrie Swamp to Bayou Fourche.  Don Haydel told board that budgets are being reviewed for available funds; as soon as the evaluation is complete the Atchafalaya Basin Program will have an idea of how much money is available to shift to projects that can be completed.
8. New Business 

Mr. Gerald introduced Marty Beasley with the State Land Office as the newest member of the board.

9. Public Comment
Representative Karen St. Germain allocated $200,000 to the basin in 2014 but not approved by the bond commission, yet.  Paul Naquin discussed need to include areas that were previously considered inside the Basin before the levees were built.  Representative St. Germain encouraged board to present this item to the Natural Resources Oversight Committee.  Representative St. Germain also recognized one of the largest problems in the Basin is the restricted access to state water bottoms via private land for projects within the Atchafalaya Basin to move forward.  Representative St. Germain will also discuss severance tax trigger with the Natural Resources Oversight Committee.
