Mr. Meetze failed to bring supporting paperwork for the required charts he submitted for review completing the licensing process. It was agreed among the members to withhold Mt. Meetze’s certificate until Chairman Goodman could review the remainder of his work.


UPDATE; On 28 January 2019 Intern Meetze met with Chairman Goodman and presented the remainder of the required work with a satisfactory score and was presented with his certificate on that date.
