NEW BUSINESS


Project Funding Period


Ms. Charlotte Gautreau gave an update to the board members and guests informing them that Louisiana Commission on Law Enforcement staff recently attended a BJA Conference in August and BJA strongly recommends that States focus on funding Evidence-Based projects. This corresponds with the new performance measurements that states and subgrantees must submit showing the results of the funded projects. In order that the state’s annual report to BJA reflects accurate performance measurements and the success of these projects are obtained with the help of Byrne/JAG funds on each project, staff recommends that projects are funded on a 12-month basis with the exception of projects that are funded for training and any projects that are funded with residual funds to avoid returning funds back to the Federal office.
