New Business

Dr. Mark LeBlanc spoke to the commission about the resolution for adoption of changes to the feed and fertilizer regulations and the newly drafted lime regulations that is needed in order to move forward with a Notice of Intent. The proposed changes to the feed and fertilizer regulations are simply technical corrections to make the regulations consistent with the new Feed, Fertilizer and Agricultural Liming Commission laws.  There are not substantive changes to the regulations.  None of these changes will impact how the programs are conducted.  When the commissions were combined in law, many of the citations for the law changed.  These changes will ensure that the regulations will properly cite the current laws.  There are also some corrections to terminology to ensure that the regulations match the currently combined commission laws. The proposed liming regulations are the first regulations written since the current lime law was enacted.  Our current lime law requires that the commission enact regulations establishing official methods of analysis and tolerances for the analysis of official lime samples.  The regulations are very simple and will allow us to begin enforcing the required standards for agricultural liming.  

If there are no objections to these proposals, it will be submitted between February 20, 2011 to March 10, 2011 for the Commissioner’s approval and signature.  Once it is signed off on by Commissioner Strain, it will be published on March 20, 2011.

He says that now some companies who are not paying the specialty fee of $100 are sending in checks of less than $1.00.  He wants to make the minimum tons larger so that we do not have any more checks of less than $1.00.  It is costing us more to process the checks than the checks are worth.  We would like to make these companies be considered specialty companies and pay the $100.00 fee. He stated that we would like to set a minimum amount for tonnage sold like it is in feed/pet food, where the companies who are not specialty pay the $10.00 minimum.  If all goes well, there will be a time for public comment regarding these issues.  
Dr. LeBlanc gave the members an update on the ammonium nitrate. He also spoke on the resolution for adoption of revised regulations for fertilizer, feed, and agricultural liming materials. 

Assistant Commissioner Todd Parker introduced Ms. Angelle Pearson to the commission as the new Assistant Director of the Agricultural Chemistry Laboratory.   He wants to make sure she feels welcomed and right at home.  She will be helping with all the Feed, Pet Food, Fertilizer and Agricultural Liming Registrations and Tonnage reporting. 

Mr. Fred Bass asked if there is any public comment regarding the new business.  There was none.
