

UELRR Advisory Committee Meeting

Meeting of February 14, 2019
MINUTES
The UELRR Advisory Committee met Thursday, February 14, 2019 at 1:30 P.M., at the Louisiana Department of Revenue.
1.) Chairman Ruppert declared the meeting duly convened at approximately 1:35 P.M.

2.) Committee Members present were: Chairman Gregory Ruppert, Secretary Kimberly Robinson (LDR), Roy Austin, and Melanie David.  Mr. Ruppert received notice of Andrew Kolb’s resignation from the committee and is awaiting word of his replacement from the LRA and LABI.    
3.) A motion was made by member Roy Austin to adopt the agenda and Melanie David seconded and the committee agreed.  The agenda was adopted.
4.) Roy Austin made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Advisory Committee meeting of November 8, 2018 which was seconded by Melanie David and the committee agreed.  The minutes were adopted without corrections.  
The following agenda items were discussed by the committee:

5.) Current Operations/Statistics as of January 31, 2019
· Collections as of January end were $ 237.9 million and 169.2K returns filed.  
· Total Collections to date are $ 17.2 billion with over 10.4 million returns filed since inception of the program. 
6.) Issues or Comments on Parish E-File

· Debra Guillory (LDR) provided the committee members with a document of current issues being reported and or requested changes to the system.  Discussion was had on each item to determine if the function could be resolved by LDR or if a change request was needed.  AvenuInsights will provide an updated document at the next meeting with costs associated with the change requests discussed.  
· Since the ownership change from E-Gov Systems to AvenuInsights Mr. Austin would like to get a better understanding of the quality of service being received by LDR.  Ms. Gullory answered that some items have been not been addressed since the switch and are still needing addressing.  Ms. Guillory is also hearing from taxpayers and administrators regarding questions having been asked about system issues and have not been getting immediate resolution.  Brandi Sanner, AvenuInsights Client Executive, answered that she is committed to improving any service issues with the Department of Revenue in the future.  
7.) Develop Rule to Require Local Collectors to Validate Current Optional Exemptions/Exemptions and Change Notice Requirements
· Ms. Robinson provided and explained an updated draft of the rule for the Committee’s approval which would require local taxing authorities to validate optional sales and use tax exemptions and exclusions and to provide notice of future changes to such information. The rule would then go through the normal rule making process.  
8.) Letter to Local Collectors regarding Optional Exemptions and Exclusions
· Chairman Ruppert mentioned that all of about 8-10 parishes have not responded and hope to have that information by the next meeting of the Committee.
