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Wednesday, April 28, 2021
Meeting opened at noon by Commissioner Bob Sevin at the Grand Isle Multiplex Building located at 3101 Louisiana Highway 1. Commissioners present were Bob Sevin, Perry Chighizola, and Ambrose Besson. Commissioners Terrill Pizani and Juanita B. Cheramie were absent.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Sevin and adopted with Commissioner Chighizola abstaining to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 10, 2021.
A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the financial report and pay all invoices associated with operating the port commission excluding the insurance on the dry shrimp shed.

Mr. Mo Saleh addressed the commission and stated that the State sent FEMA a letter confirming the match for the money to repair the dock. We are still waiting on FEMA’s answer. We have been working with FEMA on Hurricane Zeta to get damages repaired from the last hurricane. We met with Jefferson Parish, state and local officials in Gretna to talk about all the port projects. 
Executive Director Weldon Danos addressed the commissioners and stated 1. The port declared a State of Emergency for the weather we had earlier in the month.  2. Stated that Terry Talamo would like a water line run to his boat and electrical power. A motion as made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve Mr. Talamo’s request and get a new contract drawn up between the port and Mr. Talamo.  3. Stated that Harvey Cheramie needs to relocate his shoreline to his new boat slip. A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve Mr. Cheramie’s request and draw up a new contract between the port and Mr. Cheramie. 
4. Stated that Albert Ballard is behind on his payment plan and the commissioners stated to start the eviction process since Mr. Ballard is not paying for his dock space.  5. Stated that the handicap fishing pier is closed and gate is locked due to the steps and boards need repair. A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve Mr. Billy Ramagas to make repairs at the handicap pier not to exceed $600.00. 6. Stated that we need more signage at the Fishing Pier. A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Sevin to order new signs at the Fishing Pier not to exceed $580.00. 6. A discussion took place where Mr. Danos could have minor repairs done. A motion was made by Commissioner Sevin, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to authorize Mr. Danos to spend up to $1,000.00 on repairs at the dock and to inform the commissioners in his weekly report. 7. Stated that he was contacted by an oyster fisherman to lease the port pontoon boat. The fisherman would repair the boat and install the signs and lights needed at the oyster farms. A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Sevin and unanimously agreed to Mr. Scott Mauree’s request to lease the pontoon boat as long as he has $500,000.00 worth of insurance. 8. A discussion took place on the Barataria Sediment Project and a public forum will be held in Grand Isle. A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Sevin to oppose the sediment project.
Commissioner Chighizola stated that the guard shacks at the Commercial Dock needs a coat of paint. Mr. Danos stated that the buildings were in bad shape and will have quotes for new buildings at the next meeting. Commissioner Chighizola would like the minutes put in the Lafourche Gazette.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:25 p.m.
