Ms. Laurel Bourque addressed the board and stated that we have had complaints about the pilings in Caminada Pass and contacted Tidewater to see if the pilings are there. A motion was made by Commissioner Sevin, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola to get two quotes for pulling out the pilings in the pass.

President Sevin stated that we could hire Mr. Danny Ray to service the pilings and lights behind island. This was put on hold. Mr. Sevin stated that the butterfly dome is in bad shape and is all rusted. Motion was made by Commissioner Sevin, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola to get quotes to tear and dispose of the Butterfly Dome and to make sure the company has insurance. He also stated that he is working with Geaux Fish with the oyster farm and has a meeting with Geaux Fish tomorrow at port office at 10:00 a.m.

Commissioner Chighizola questioned having the handicap port-o-let during the winter months. He will check to see if people use it. The cost is $185.00 per month and if no one uses it we could cancel in winter and get it back in the summer months. 

Motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Sevin and unanimously agreed to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 12:44 p.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Sevin, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola and unanimously agreed to reconvene the meeting at 12:58 p.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola and unanimously agreed to pay port employees their regular hourly pay if the town orders a mandatory evacuation.
President Sevin stated that he will call a special meeting to hire and new Executive Director. He would like all the commissioners present at the special meeting. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:02 p.m.
