The entire process should be completed in approximately a month.  

Mr. Marionneaux thanked the commissioner for the opportunity to serve as the Levee Board Attorney for the past 13 years.  Mr. Scott Stassi, Assistant District Attorney, appeared before the Board on behalf of District Attorney Rick Ward.  He thanked Mr. Marionneaux for his service.  He stated that when two employees run for the same seat, the District Attorney asks that both parties tender their resignation.  Therefore, this will be Mr. Marionneaux’s last meeting as the Levee Board Attorney.  Mr. Stassi introduced Mr. Nicholas Rockforte of Plaquemine to replace Mr. Marionneaux as the Levee Board Attorney.  He said the District currently has an agreement regarding compensation, and it will remain the same as in the past.  Mr. Stassi asked Mr. Tyson if he reported the cybercrime incident to the Sheriff’s office.  Mr. Tyson said he had reported it.  Mr. Stassi stated he will contact the Attorney General’s office regarding the matter.
