Request from Mr. Harold Schoeffler to discuss a bike trail.  Mr. Harold Schoeffler addressed the committee.  Mr. Schoeffler asked for approval to develop a West Atchafalaya Basin Bike and Hiking Trail from the Henderson Boat Landing to the Flood Gate on Bayou Teche.  He said eventually he would like to build a basin arboretum along the trail.  Commissioner Harry Marionneaux said he would have to get the necessary approvals from the Corps of Engineers and landowners before proceeding.  Mr. Will Tyson asked our attorney if we would have authority to grant such a request, since we have control of the servitude for the purpose of flood control only.  Mr. Steve Marionneaux said we have the authority in accordance with R. S.38:301, which allows us to permit anything in our district.  Commissioner Barry Soileau moved, seconded by Commissioner Moise LeBlanc and unanimously carried to approve the request contingent on all legal issues being resolved including landowner permission and

U. S. Army Corps of Engineers and CPRA permits to be completed.

2.
Discuss a gate permit request from Mr. Victor Mougeot – Commissioner John Grezaffi said Mr. Mougeot asked that he present this matter to the board for their consideration.  He said they have had some issues with people trespassing on their property, and Mr. Mougeot would like permission to install gates on his land near Lettsworth, Louisiana.  Commissioner Daniel Hebert moved, seconded by Commissioner Earl Matherne and unanimously carried to approve the gate permit.

Discuss a power permit request from Mrs. Belinda Woods – Mr. Will Tyson advised the committee that he has received a request to install an electrical pole on the property of Mrs. Belinda Woods.  Mr. Tyson said this subdivision was platted in 1988-1989, and he asked our attorney if our current policy and guidelines could be used.  Mr. Steve Marionneaux said all energized lots should use the same guidelines, which includes a $1,000 fee per lot.  Mr. Tyson said he would use the current guidelines for Mrs. Woods’ request.

Discuss a request from Mr. Kahao to raise livestock at Allendale Plantation – Mr. Kristopher Kahao and Mr. Garrison Landry addressed the committee.  Mr. Kahao said he and Mr. Landry are requesting the use of the Allendale Plantation, levee and batture, for a multi species operation.  They propose raising cattle, pigs and chickens on the batture of the levee.  Mr. Landry said the pigs are not your typical feral swine, but are domesticated heritage breeds that when managed properly, will result in a positive impact with respect to the soil.  After discussion, upon motion by Commissioner Barry Soileau, seconded by Commissioner Daniel Hebert and unanimously carried, the committee approved the request, but placed stipulations that this

operation would have to be conducted outside of the mowing corridor and subject to levee

maintenance personnel’s approval of the location.

Discuss campsite lease – Mr. Will Tyson advised the committee that in a prior meeting, this topic was deferred to a later meeting.  He said this is with respect to campsite leases at Belle River.  Mr. Steve Marionneaux said the statues allow only 3 year leases for campsites, and they must be rebid after that.  Mr. Tyson said that guidelines are in place to lease campsites, but we just have to set the minimum to be used in the bid.  Commissioner Barry Soileau moved, seconded by Commissioner Daniel Hebert to table the issue.  Commissioner Gerald Alexander said he feels we need to address the situation with the houseboat on Belle River.  After discussion, Commissioner Barry Soileau moved to rescind his previous motion and asked that the chairman establish a committee to look at the houseboat issue, as well as a formula to address the campsite issue.  Commissioner Harry Marionneaux appointed Commissioner Barry Soileau to serve as chair of the committee.
