Mr. Will Tyson advised he met with Mr. Chuck Camillo of the Vicksburg District

Corps of Engineers and with the Chief of Hydrology.  They inspected the levee near Upper Pointe Coupee to the lower end of the Atchafalaya.  They viewed the gauges in the water and discussed how the water is split, particularly above Port Allen and the lower ends of the Atchafalaya.  He said there was three feet of freeboard at the Morganza Control Structure.  Mr. Tyson said he spoke to them about making a wider opening at Wax Lake to increase the discharge capacity out of the basin.  They also met with Colonel Clancy, Mr. Mark Wingate, and Mr. Durund Elzey in New Orleans to discuss these issues as well.  Mr. Tyson asked them to keep these issues in mind as they move forward in developing solutions for the future.  They were receptive to the District’s ideas in both meetings.  Mr. Mark Wingate will be on an Advisory Committee in Washington to develop the Trump infrastructure plan.
