MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 15, 2018
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, February 15, 2018, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 9, 2018 as read.

Mr. Oneil Malbrough from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1. He stated that the Bayside Permit is waiting for the final approval from the Corps. 2. He stated that the 8-year maintenance permit is waiting on comments from to proceed to the next step of the permit process. 3. The after the fact permit for the levee under the emergency has been submitted and is under review. 4. Jefferson Parish is working on using the Restore Money to install more breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle since that is the top propriety for the levee board. We also have alternate areas such as Bayou Thunder for more breakwaters when the funding becomes available. 5. CPRA is working on adding rock breakwaters on the south side of Grand Isle where the levee breach has occurred on the western end of the island. 6. The state is working on the lease for the land for the airport and we are looking at 2800 ft now and will be able to increase the project when needed. The money to build the airport runway was submitted through the state.
A joint motion was made by the commissioners to approve to purchase the T770A71 Bob Cat Unit for $64,381.25 with the levee boards attorneys approval. This price is under the state contract and other quotes were obtained and this equipment meets the levee boards needs. This will help cut the grass on the levee to better inspect and keep the levees maintained.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve to purchase the Bushmaster Galvanized Cutter that goes on the Bob Cat to move the levees. The cost of the Bushmaster is $6,500.00.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve to purchase the Towmaster model T-16D Heavy Duty Equipment Trailer for $9,500.00.
A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve Amendment No 1 to continue providing Professional Engineering services for the Breakwater Protection Project for Cheniere Caminada to Bayou Thunder. This amendment reduces the total cost of this project. This motion authorizes the president to sign the notice to proceed with this project to get shovel ready.

President Camardelle stated that he met with Senator Alario on Capital Outlay Projects including the airport funding. He will also address Congress in March. He also thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, the commissioners, Town Officials, Jefferson Parish Council Roberts and Templet, CPRA, and our federal delegation for helping us to secure funding to build more breakwaters. He also thanked the Lafourche Parish Council for listening to the board and supporting the Bayou Thunder Project to add rocks. He will continue to work to got better access to Elmer’s Island. He also thanked the residents and visitors for contacting the state, federal and local officials to help support Grand Isle and our projects.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee district.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 12:09 p.m.
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
