  MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

WEDNESDAY, MARCH 22, 2023

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, March 22, 2023, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Community Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr, Michael Scioneaux

Absent:  0
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Motion by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 10, 2023, as written.

Mr. Joe Chauvin was recognized from GIS Engineering and gave the following report:

1. We are working with Facility and Planning on the back levee. We are getting the construction cost and property alignment.  2. It is time to inspect all the levees. 

3. Working with FEMA on Reach 2 Levee Alignment. The project is obligated through FEMA. Will coordinate with GOHSEP. 4.The contractor is working on breakwater # 1 and topping off other breakwaters. Will finish in April. This is helping keep the tidal waters off the roads in Cheniere. 5. The Orange Lane Pump Station will be rebid. 
Mr. Weldon Danos from the Grand Isle Port Commission addressed the board and gave the following report: The port office was bid out and one contractor submitted a bid and now he has backed, so the port will try to get quotes to fix the office building. Will readvertise the Pier and Bulkhead Repair Project. The dredging of Bayou Rigaud is 24% complete with the shoal going on Fifi Island. The contractor is working two shifts to finish the dredging. 
President Camardelle stated that the commissioners had progressive meetings in Washington and members questioned about the updates to Grand Isle recovery efforts. He stated that he me with Representative Orgeron and Senator Connick to see what we need to help with Grand Isle. Will set up a meeting with Jefferson Parish President and Council to see if they will help with our recovery. He thanked Congressman Scalise, Kennedy, Cassidy, Graves and Troy Carter, the Governor, Senator Connick, Representative Orgeron, Jefferson Parish President Sheng and Council Members Templet and Marion Edwards for their support and help with current breakwater project. Stated to have patience progress takes time.
Motion by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve all the expenses presented associated with operating the levee board.

Joint motion by the Commissioners of the levee district to approve hiring GIS to supply an excavator, operator and 2 drivers to move the broken cement along Louisiana Highway 1 not to exceed $6,00.00. The Town of Grand Isle will also bring this matter up at their next meeting. The levee board can use the rocks to shore up Hebert levee.

Motion by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 10:47 a.m.
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
