MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, April 1, 2016, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr., and Arthur Bellanger 

Absent:  0
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 11, 2015 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the special meeting held on March 15, 2015 as read.

Oneil Malbrough addressed the board and gave the following report: FEMA rejected the Hurricane Protection Levee to receive Emergency funding for repairs. Jefferson Parish and the levee district will review the letter to see what actions can be taken to review their decision. This levee was damaged from a low pressure system. 

President Camardelle stated that he has been to Baton Rouge to try to get funding for the Hurricane Protection Levee because it is the narrowest point on Grand Isle and is close to Louisiana Highway 1. President Camardelle thanked the Governor’s Staff, Johnny Bradberry, Senator Alario, and Representative Gisclair for their help with the levee.  Mr. Camardelle also met the Parish Officials and we are working closely to help with the levee. Mr. Camardelle stated that Monday April 4, 2016 is coastal day at the Capital and he will be there to speak with Senators, Representatives and the Governor about Grand Isle issues.

The following public notices were read: 1. A resolution adopting the adjusted millage rate. 2. A resolution increasing the millage rate for the 2016 tax year but not in excess of the prior year rate.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to grant approval to the Water Institute of the Gulf to visit property and obtain samples of plants and animals between May 1, 2016 and October 1, 2017 for research purposes.

A joint motion was made the commissioners of the levee district to hire GIS Engineering, LLC to survey the back levees before hurricane season.
Commissioner Besson questioned Mr. Hernandez about the Army Truck for Hurricane Season. Mr. Hernandez stated that parts were ordered and he should have it running before Hurricane Season. Mr. Besson also wanted an update on the lights that are out on the Whisper Wave Project. Mr. Malbrough will work on getting quotes for new lights.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:59 p.m.
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
