The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, April 8, 2014, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 14, 2014.

President Camardelle gave the following report: 1. Waiting of Mark Wingate from the Corps of Engineers to work on a segmented rock breakwater project along Highway 1 in Cheniere. This project will help protect Louisiana Highway 1. 2. The living shoreline Project was submitted to Jefferson Parish to apply for grant money to help protect Bayou Thunder. 3. Shaw Coastal is working on a master plan to get the needed Corps permits to install additional breakwaters. 4. The additional breakwaters drawings and speck should be complete by the end of this week. Bids should be going out this summer.
President Camardelle thanked the commissioner and Shaw Coastal for helping to protect Grand Isle by building more breakwaters and working on a levee system to help save Grand Isle. The levee board, town, and port commission went to Washington DC to help lobby for dredging Bayou Rigaud to Beacon 8 in the Gulf of Mexico. The federal delegation received Grand Isle and supported out projects for Grand Isle. President Camardelle thanked Senator Vitter, Senator Landrieu and Representative Scalise for taking a meeting with the Grand Isle delegation and pledging their support for Grand Isle projects.

President Camardelle also thanked Governor Jindal, Mr. Garrett Graves, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, CPRA and Jefferson Parish for their help with fighting coastal erosion and supporting the projects for the levee district, port, and town.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve the permit application of Mr. Monty Vegas to install a boat house on Memory Lane following the local, state and federal guidelines.
A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve the permit application of Mr. Brad Tuminello to build a double boat slip on Memory Lane following the local, state and federal guidelines.

President Camardelle stated that the tractor is being used to ensure that it is ready to use for this Hurricane Season. The tractor will be serviced and ready to go when needed.
A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 10:54 a.m.
