The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, April 20, 2021, at 
3:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Scioneaux, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 23, 2021 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. That GIS has completed the ditch alignment from Cherry Lane to Orange Lane.  The cost estimate is approximately $70,000.00 A motion was made to accept the drainage ditch alignment as presented and to bid out the work that needs to be performed.  A public hearing will need to be held to inform the public of the levee alignment. 2. Assisting the levee district with their FEMA claims from 2020. Speaking with FEMA on a weekly basis to discuss the claims and processing of reports. 3. Will get quotes to install the new navigational lights on the back breakwaters that is being requested by the Coast Guard. A motion was made by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to purchase signs from ABC Signs to place on the pilings. 4. Speaking with FEMA on getting the breakwaters cleaned and the debris removed that settled on them from Hurricane Zeta. 5. Working with Facility Planning on money to build levees.
