The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Thursday, June 1, 2017, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering gave the following report:

1. Lights for Fifi Island Breakwater Project have been received and will be installed when the weather permits

2. The After the Fact Permit on Santiny Lane levee will be issued soon. 3. Phase 2 adding breakwaters at Thunder Bayou still needs a boat ride to discuss placement. 

4. Working on the 8 year maintenance permit. 

5. The permits for the original segmented rock breakwater have been submitted and are working with the Corps and DNR. 

5. Annual levee survey will be done next week including the Hebert Levee.

Joint motion by the commissioners of the levee district to authorize GIS Engineering to survey Reach 3 which starts at Orange Lane and goes toward Cherry lane to see where a levee can be built.

President Camardelle stated that June 1st is Hurricane Season and everyone should stay alert and be prepared in case of bad weather conditions. Mr. Camardelle also thanked the commissioners, town council, CPRA, Jefferson Parish Councilmembers Roberts and Templet, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair and our federal delegation  for working together to benefit Grand Isle by building levees, rock breakwaters and  pump stations. Mr. Camardelle stated he met with Senator Alario for our Capital Outlay Projects to continue the segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle.
