MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

FRIDAY, JUNE 14, 2019

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Friday, June 14, 2019, at 
10:30 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to open the agenda to add: 8D.White House Invitation.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to close the agenda. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on May 30, 2019 as read.

Mr. Oneil Malbrough from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1.The agreement with CPRA is being reviewed to add around 17 more segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of the island for 6.5 million dollars. We will look into getting more lights like we have on Fifi Island. Will check into steel pipe instead of pilings and will get three quotes.
President Camardelle and the commissioners thanked Senator Alario and Representative Gisclair for all their assistance to the levee district. Mr. Camardelle also thanked the Governor, CPRA, Mr. Chip Kline, Ricky Templet and Jefferson Parish Officials for always supporting the levee district in our projects. He stated that we are moving forward to add more pumps and levees to help with flooding and tidal issues. We are working with the port commission on their levee by the Commercial Dock. Mr. Camardelle stated that he received an invitation from the White House to represent Grand Isle. This is a great honor to represent Grand Isle on June 25, 2019.  Mr. Camardelle also thanked Senator Kennedy and Cassidy and Representative Scalise and Graves for assisting the levee board with our projects, funding and helping with permits. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.

A joint motion by the board to authorize the President to sign an Intergovernmental Agreement between the State of Louisiana CPRA and the levee board for construction of Grand Isle Bayside Segmented Rock Breakwaters and Habitat Enhancement (Project No BA-0233TE-0153). One million dollars of this money is allocated for Five (5) Breakwaters on the west end and more rocks placed the better. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to authorize the President to sign the Cooperative Endeavor Agreement between DOTD and the levee district for property to be used as a storage facility.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses for the president and engineer to go to the White House on June 24, 2019 to meet with President Trump.

Commissioner Besson stated that he would like to see the minutes in the paper, and to fix the flat on the tractor that the levee board owns. He also stated that he spoke with Mr. Hernandez about the Army Truck not working.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:17 a.m.
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
