President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

President Camardelle stated that the Whisper Wave project has been awarded and rocks will be placed on the northern end of Fifi Island for the next month. This project is being done through Jefferson Parish using CIAP and FEMA monies.  The levee board has more rocks that will be placed on the north side of Grand Isle later this year. Funding has to be approved before this project which will consist of 2 to 3 additional rock breakwaters.
The levee board members wants to thank Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter, and

Representative Scalise for working on behalf of the levee board with the Corps of Engineers on the back levee and also working on helping the home owners with insurance issues effecting coastal communities. The levee board also wanted to thank State Senator Alario, State Representative Gisclair for supporting the Capital Outlay request submitted by the levee board to add more rock breakwaters. The levee board also wants to thank the Jefferson Parish Officials for supporting the issue concerning insurance for home owners in coastal communities.
President Camardelle wants the residents to stay informed during this hurricane season. Stay alert and be ready in case any tropical systems threaten our community.
