The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Wednesday, August 11, 2021, at 
3:00 p.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Michael Scioneaux  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.
A motion was made by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on July 14, 2021, as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. Working on the insurance so Lebro Construction can get started on installing the navigational lights. They will install 20 navigational light, poles and day boards per the Coast Guard instructions. 2.  Outer Limits has completed the sludge gates. Joint motion by the commissioners to pay Outer Limits $6,300.00 for changing out the sludge gates on the Hebert Levee.  3.Picciola Construction has completed the work on tearing down the building on Chighizola. Joint motion by the Commissioners to pay Picciola Construction $5,360.00 for tearing down the building on Chighizola Lane.  4. A discussion took place on the back levee system The board authorized Mr. Chauvin to order the culverts and flood gates to be installed by Cox. 5. The Bayou Thunder Project need an additional $55,000.00 to get it shovel ready. Joint motion by the commissioners to authorize an additional $55,000.00 to get Bayou Thunder Project shovel ready.  
President Camardelle thanked Senator Connick and Representative Orgeron for helping secure Capital Outlay to work on more levees on the island. He also thanked Jefferson Parish President Sheng, Councilmen Templet and Scott for funding to start with the back levee system. The Parish is always willing to assist Grand Isle with whatever we need the time. He thanked Scalise, Kennedy and Cassidy for money for our infrastructure such as drainage and levee systems. We are using Capital Outlay funds to add additional levees on the north side of Grand Isle. We are still working on adding more pumps to the north side of Grand Isle with the help of the town and Jefferson Parish. Stay weather alert during storm season. Have patience because levees and rocks take time but we are working on several projects to help save Grand Isle. 
Mr. Weldon Danos addressed the commissioners and stated that the port is supporting offshore drilling. Also working on our handicap fishing pier lights.
A joint motion was made by Commissioner Scioneaux, seconded by Commissioner Besson and unanimously agreed to introduce the following resolution:
