MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 6, 2020
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, October 6, 2020, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  2 Commissioners – David Camardelle and Kelly Besson, Sr.  

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer 
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on September 17, 2020 as read.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle and unanimously agreed to amend the agenda adding 4A. Bids on the Emergency Back Alignment Levee and 5A. David Michel for letter of no objection to build a pier.
Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated that 1. He sent out a Request for Quotes to bid for an Emergency Back Alignment Levee. Jefferson Parish has dedicated funds to build this levee. The parish dedicated $500,000.00 and then called and changed the figure to $1,000,000.00. The bids are as follows: 1. Onshore $1,445.000.00, 2. Low Land Construction$1,513,000.00 and 3.  Nous and Boudreaux $1,538,000.00. The bid included cubic yards of dirt and placement. The project was bid out in 2 phases from Cherry Street to Bayou Rigaud. A joint motion was offered by the Commissioner of the levee district to accept the low bidder of Onshore with the review from the engineers.
David Michel addressed the board about building a pier in Bayou Rigaud and stated that the pier will not interfere with the segmented rock breakwaters. A joint motion was made by the Commissioner to approve issuing a letter of no objection to building a pier. 

President Camardelle stated that we are still in Hurricane Season and we are trying to do our best by building levees to help with tidal actions. It will take hard work to build levees and install more rocks. Mr. Camardelle stated that he is in contact with Senator Scalise, Cassidy and Kennedy and letting them know our needs and keep them informe3d with our projects. He also stated everyone should watch the local news to keep updated with Hurricane Beta’s projected landfall. Mr. Camardelle thanked the Governor, CPRA, Jefferson Parish Councilmen Ricky Templet, Scott Walker and Marion Edwards, Jefferson Parish President Sheng, Mr. Malbrough and Mr. Chauvin from GIS Engineering for helping with pumps and money needed to build levees to protect us from tidal conditions. He also thanked the Corps, Senator Connick, Representative Orgeron, the town council, state and federal officials for helping with the storms by supplying whatever Grand Isle has needed so far during this storm season.
Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering addressed the council and stated: 1. We are working on Capital Outlay that is due November 1. 2. The National Guard installed 350 sand bags on the Hurricane Protection Levee with the guidance of CRPA and the Corps. The bags go from Bridge Side to the Hurricane Hole on the beach. 3. Grand Lakes Construction Company has been issued the notice to proceed to build the sand up on the western end of the island by Bridge Side. The sand will go out 200 feet.4. We are still working on the new pump stations. Commissioners thanked Mr. Chauvin for a great job.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.
President Camardelle thanked Commissioner Besson for cleaning Louisiana Highway 1 after each storm. He also thanked the town street crew for working together to open up the island as soon as possible. 
President Camardelle stated that the levee district declared a State of Emergency this morning and supports the town mandatory evacuation of trailer and boats off of Grand Isle.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Camardelle, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:41 p.m.
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
