The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Monday, December 5, 2016, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 18, 2016 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering stated 1. The ATF permit was submitted to DNR and now the Corps is reviewing. 2. The Coast Guard is reviewing the Fifi Island Navigation Lights permit which will take about 45 days
A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to authorize GIS Engineering to work on a 10 year maintenance permit for Reach 1 and Reach 2.
President Camardelle stated that the annual meeting of the levee boards will take place in New Orleans next month. This is where the commissioners attend meetings and speak one on one to the Corps, State Officials as well as Federal Officials. Mr. Camardelle thanked Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Jefferson Parish Officials, Senator Cassidy, Representative Scalise, and Representative Graves for helping with seeking funding to build more segmented rock breakwater and for help with levee repairs.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve expenses associated with operating the levee board.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to grant LOOP a letter of no objection to grant access to make repairs needed to their pipeline.

A joint motion was made by the commissioners of the levee district to approve issuing Rick Sheriff a letter of no objection to building a bulkhead and fill property located in Cheniere off of Louisiana Highway 1.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 11:59 a.m.
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
