The permit application dated May 13, 2013 from Encana Oil & Gas (USA), Inc. is to drill
and develop three horizontal natural gas wells from sites less than 1000’ from the toe of a
levee associated with the Red River within Red River Levee & Drainage District in Red
River Parish, Louisiana. This project will take place in Section 26 & 35, Township 14
North, Range 11 West. The well location names for the project are Joseph Bolan 26-
35HC-1, 26-35HC-2, and 26-35HC-3. This permit request is approved. LA DOTD and
the Army C.O.E. have issued a letter of “No Objection” for this application.

The permit application dated April 25, 2013 from Encana Oil & Gas (USA), Inc. is to
drill and develop one horizontal natural gas well from site less than 1000” from the toe of
a levee associated with the Red River within Red River Levee & Drainage District in Red
River Parish, Louisiana. This project will take place in Section 19 & 30, Township 14,
North, Range 10 West. The well location name for the project is James Marston 30-
19HC-1 ALT. This permit request is approved. LA DOTD and the Army C.O.E. have
issued a letter of “NoObjection” for this application.

The permit application dated April 25, 2013 from Encana Oil & Gas (USA), Inc. is to
drill and develop four horizontal natural gas wells from sites less than 1000’ from the toe
of a levee associated with the Red River within Red River Levee & Drainage District in
Red River Parish, Louisiana. This project will take place in Section 19, 30, & 31,
Township14 North, Range 10 West. The well location names for the project are James
Marston 30-31 HC-1&2 ALT and 30-19HC-2&3 ALT. This permit request is approved.

The permit application dated January 10, 2012 from T. Baker Smith on behalf of EnCana
Oil and Gas (USA), Inc. is to construct an Access Road and Well Pad (proposed 2-T13N-
RI11W Well) @ 32°08°13.01”N93°28°05.22”W, in Red River Parish, LA., Section 02,
T13N, R11W is approved. LA DOTD and the Army C.O.E. have issued a letter of “No
Objection” for this application.

The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Harvey Christian explained that the Department of Transportation and Development was
planning some drainage improvements from Springville Road to Kayla’s Café down Highway 84
to help with flooding problems. He informed the board that to improve drainage a flap gate was
needed on the Lewis Hunter Brown property on Highway 480. The drainage problem on Ed
Lester, III property was thoroughly discussed.

Mr. William Waltman made a motion seconded by Mr. Robert Burleson to spray the willow trees
along the edge of bar pitts to kill them on the Emmett Hooks and Jackie Huckabay property. The
motion passed unanimously.
