EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR  REPORT
The Director stated that the Board moved on several items in 2022 that would need to be changed through the Regulatory Rulemaking process. As I stated at the last meeting, there is a new process with regulatory changes prior to being submitted to the fiscal office for publication. The language for those items has been heard by the States Occupational Licensing Review Commission in January and approved and all changes were submitted to the fiscal office. We could expect to see those changes in April after the public comment period. 

· At the last Board meeting I also discussed that Tyler Technologies, who is a state-approved vendor, would be speaking at our next Board meeting to discuss a partnership with the Board in regard to online credit and debit processing. The State of Louisiana now requires all state agencies to have their debit and credit transactions approved through the Ways and Means Committee. Tyler Technologies is here today and will be speaking at a later agenda ite, /
