POST MEETING MINUTES
March 21, 2019

POST Homicide Investigator Training Waiver Requests – Ratification
Ms. Taylor presented the waiver requests previously approved by the POST Homicide Investigator Training Committee.  Mr. Lemoine made a motion to ratify the approved waiver requests.  After some discussion, Sheriff Ard 
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seconded the motion and the motion passed.
POST Basic Academy – New Facility Approval Ratification – North Delta Training Academy (Ouachita Parish Sheriff’s Office)
Ms. Taylor presented the POST Staff approval of the North Delta Training Academy’s new facility.  Mr. Brown made a motion to ratify the approval.  After some discussion, Sheriff Ard seconded the motion and the motion passed.
OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

POST Basic Certification Reinstatement – Officer Nathan LaCombe (Pollock Police Dept.) – Active Military Duty
Ms. Taylor requested the Council members reinstate Officer LaCombe’s POST Basic certification.  Officer LaCombe was on active military duty in 2017 therefore should not have been reported as “deficient” on POST In-Service hours. Mr. Brown made a motion to reinstate Office LaCombe’s POST Basic certification. After some discussion, Chief Bonner seconded the motion and the motion passed.
POST Firearms Instructor Policy Waiver Request – Deputy Mason Troth, Pointe Coupee Parish Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Torres requested the Council members waive the 2-year minimum law enforcement experience for Deputy Troth to attend the POST Firearms Instructor Qualification Day.  Asst. Chief DiMarco made a motion to approve the waiver request.  After some discussion, Mr. Bergeron seconded the motion and the motion passed.

POST Basic Certification – Voluntary Surrender – Donna D. Johnson
Ms. Taylor presented the voluntary surrender of POST Basic certification by Ms. Johnson.  Mr. Lemoine made a motion to accept the voluntary surrender.  After some discussion, Asst. Chief DiMarco seconded the motion and the motion passed.

POST Basic Certification – Voluntary Surrender – Terry Dewitt Bradshaw

Ms. Taylor informed the Council members of the statute concerning revocations.
