Chairman June Williams declared a quorum was present with seven (7) members in attendance. Chairman June Williams read the minutes of the August 20th LEBA meeting.   Motion:  Huey  Beverly  - To approve the minutes of August 20, 2010 as written.  Lee Perry Roy:  2nd.  Motion adopted.  
CHAIRMAN JUNE WILLIAMS’ REPORT

LEBA newest members, Lee Perry Roy and Patrick Regan, were welcomed by Chairman Williams.  Introductions followed 

from Chairman Williams and attending board members.
Chairman Williams explained Paul Colomb’s position as Executive Director and General Counsel as an ethics conflict according to Governor Bobby Jindal’s administration.  Therefore, Mr. Colomb has decided to remain in the position of GOEA’s General Counsel and serve as the office’s Appointing Authority until such time as the Governor appoints a new Executive Director for GOEA. 
According to LEBA law, Chairman Williams has submitted another nominee as their recommendation to fill the vacant Executive Director’s position to the Governor.  No announcement for the Executive Director of GOEA will be made until the appointment process has been completed.

Chairman Williams reiterated that her main area of concern was that everyone understands what the LA Executive 
Board on Aging is and what the LEBA board’s duties are.  She is an advocate of education and continued training          from GOEA staff.

PAUL COLOMB’s REPORT, GOEA APPOINTING AUTHORITY 

Paul Colomb presented Chairman Williams with a copy of the FY2012 GOEA budget for LEBA’s approval.  This 
budget is identical to last fiscal year’s 2011budget, but it is predicted that GOEA’s budget will receive future 
cuts in the years 2011and 2012.  Exactly what the cuts are is unknown at this time.

PAT JONES, PRESIDENT, LACOADA

Pat Jones, LACOADA President, read its mission statement, which states, “To assure that all Louisiana seniors age         with dignity and independence in the manner of their choice.”  Four learning conferences have been conducted this          year  with no increase in funding.  The LANA training conference is scheduled in March 2011, Shreveport.  Represen-   tative Jim Fannin was honored this year and the late Thomas Laughlin at their recent conference.  The 2010 Integrity   Award was presented to Dinah Landry,  Cameron CoA Director.  Three conferences are scheduled for 2011                        (1st -Before the Legislative Session beginning on April 25nd; 2nd – Summer Conference, Lafayette; and 3rd – Fall 
Conference, New Orleans).  Conference participation has increased from 31 to 60 attendees.

Chairman June Williams requested all attendees from AAAs/COAs give a brief statement regarding actual percentage         of elderly or total 60+ seniors served in their respective parishes and current activities (i.e., fund raising activities,
festivals, adopt a senior, cake bingo, hot dogs for seniors, bingos, walk for seniors, millages, art class grant, computer

classes, line dancing classes, cookbooks, other local contributors, etc.)  Dinah Landry, Cameron CoA Director, 
stated that Cameron CoA is now on Facebook.  Acadian On Call responded offering to pay for future LACOADA/      LANA meetings. 

Board member Van LaCour inquired about a free PSA to promote AAA/COA awareness.  A committee of GOEA,

LACOADA, LEBA, Pat Regan and other volunteers will partnership for this endeavor.  Dinah Landry and

Beverly Domengeaux suggested AAAs/COAs’ need for a well known PSA spokesperson.   This task has been

assigned to Howard Rodgers, New Orleans CoA Director.  Van Lacour:  Motion:  Request for OEA staff to prepare 
and present a Public Service Announcement (PSA) for all radio and television stations at the next LEBA meeting.
