OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

Sandra Dickens gave an update on HDBA. They are working on Car Show and Christmas Season. October 4-5 will be the Car Show. Scarecrow Festival will be October 11-12. Pumpkin Glow will be on October 29. All entertainers and Grand Marshall are booked for Festival Season.
Carrie Mardorf gave an update on NPS. They are getting ready to kick off their 25th Anniversary as a park and heritage area. They will have a Natchitoches Chamber After Hours at Oakland on next Thursday with beer and wine. They will have a booth at the Creole Heritage Festival and Hot Yoga at Oakland on Sept 28.
