2. Public Comment

3. Old Business

A. Reading of February 14, 2012 Commission meeting minutes
B. Licensing Update – The retailer license for John Jason Dauzat d/b/a J & J Homes LLC was not issued due to the Commission wanting a notarized sworn statement concerning the interest each party had in the company as well as Mr. Dauzat’s partner, Jeffrey Forrest’s, information to be listed on the retail application.  Mr. Dauzat has provided that information.  
C. Update – Shelli Braud consumer complaint – Shelli Braud has had two SAA inspections on her home. Mr. Fred Conner’s inspection on June 20, 2011 revealed the A/C was the incorrect size and reported the Dealer (Lane Thomas) should replace it and have the fresh air duct ran correctly. Also, repair buckled floors. He contends the floors are buckling because the a/c is over sized causing negative pressures. Mr. Sammy Hoover’s inspection done on December 21, 2011 reported he could not make a final determination as to the cause of the bowed floors and suggested the manufacturer contact Martin Montgomery to investigate the issues.  This decision was made after information from the dealer and Deans Electric HTG & A/C, an A/C installer. – Lane Thomas has notified our office that they have settled with Mrs. Braud. She has been mailed a 10 day letter to ensure she’s satisfied. 
D. Update- Jolynn Picard consumer complaint – Jolynn Picard filed a consumer complaint in 2007. Mr. Sammy Hoover conducted an inspection on July 7, 2007, and it revealed several leaks and siding problems. On February 16, 2011, another inspection was done by Mr. Fred Conner and it revealed serious moisture problems and six items for manufacturer to correct. Mr. Conner recently inspected this home on January 12, 2012 and found items 1&6 were taken care of, but 2-5 had not. Waverlee has worked on the home, but the problems continue to come back. – Waverlee has written the Commission advising they have “suspended operations as of February 6, 2012 and do not have the wherewithal to respond to issues submitted by your office.”

E. License Reconsideration – The sales license of Thomas Lees was denied due to his criminal background at the February meeting.  Mr. Lees has provided documentation from the New Orleans Traffic Court showing the dispositions of the charges.

F. License Reconsideration – The retail license application of Lake Area Homes was deferred due to the application not being complete.  Van Seneca, attorney, has sent the application signed by Perry Vincent, president of the company, and Rhonda Michon, vice-president.  Also, the company’s organizational paperwork, proof of general liability, and $50,000 net worth statement were received.  
4. New Business
A. Appeal
1. Jerry Landry Jr. d/b/a Simoneaux’s Mobile Home Movers ($4800.00) – Mr. Landry’s installer’s license expired on December 31, 2009. Since that date, he has been fined for installing homes without a license. One home was turned over to the Attorney General and paid, but not corrected. He has three homes that have been corrected, but he still owes fines on them. 

2. Sherman Ashworth d/b/a C&S Mobile Home Movers ($2,600.00) – Mrs. Linda Scott purchased two manufactured homes to rent. On December 12, 2011, Investigator Fred Conner inspected them and found they were not set to code. Mrs. Scott stated she hired A-1 M.H.M. of C.P. to install the homes. After they were fined, they faxed a copy of the contract indicating they only hooked and pulled the homes. Therefore, Mrs. Scott was fined. The letter was mailed to her on January 10, 2012, and she received it on January 12, 2012. On January 26, 2012, the set up inspection report was mailed to LMHC office with Mr. Sherman Ashworth’s signature indicating the homes were corrected. Mr. Ashworth did not renew his license until February 7, 2012 because he had a fine. Both homes have been re-inspected and are correct. 
3. Live Oak Mobile Home Movers ($750.00) – On January 31, 2012, investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code. On February 2, 2012, a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed certified to Mr. Ballard and received on February 9, 2012 by Mrs. Ballard. On February 27, 2012, a second demand was mailed out by 1st class mail. On March 6, 2012, the set up inspection report was faxed to LMHC office indicating ready for re-inspection. On March 13, 2012, investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it was still not set to code. On March 19, 2012, a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed to Mr. Ballard via certified mail and accepted by Mrs. Ballard on March 21, 2012. April 2, 2012, a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On April 5, 2012, Mrs. Ballard e-mailed Troxie Snearl to appeal the fine. Ms. Snearl advised when and where the next meeting would be and a confirmation would be coming in the mail.
4. Patrick Townzen d/b/a Affordable Mobile Home Movers ($13,000.00) – Mr. Townzen has twelve unlicensed installer fines, 2 unlicensed dealers and 1 unlicensed salesman. Four of the unlicensed installations are at the Attorney General’s office, and Ms. Snearl advised him to contact the A.G. about those. He also has a complaint in our office from Mrs. Lorena Bellard who paid him $11,000.00 to perform a turn-key service on her home, which has not been done. An injunction has been filed on behalf of LMHC. Mr. Townzen’s license expired 12/31/2004, since he has worked under Justin Spell who held a license from 12/21/10 to 6/21/2011.
