B. Complaints 

1. Glen Dupre d/b/a ASAP Mobile Home Movers LLC- Sharon Lang hired Mr. Dupre in September 2010 to move and install her home. Mr. Dupre charged her $4800.00 and never moved her home. She contacted the Justice of the Peace and Mr. Dupre acknowledged that he owed her and would start paying December 1, 2010. She received her first payment of $2,800.00 on April 6, 2011. Balance $2,120.00

C. Appeals
1.  Stephanie Larsen is appealing the decision to deny her salesperson application.

2. William J. Eddy d/b/a Pelican Mobile Home Transport ($600.00) on January 19, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and there was no permit sticker. A statement from Valerie Givens was taken stating, she hired Mr. Eddy to move and block her home. She states they anchored it because they could not afford it. On January 27, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received by A. Eddy on January 1, 2011. On February 22, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On March 1, 2011 a statement was received from Mr. Eddy stating he agreed to complete the job when she could afford it. Ms. Givens has been subpoenaed to appear. 
3. William J. Eddy d/b/a Pelican Mobile Home Transport ($750.00) on March 1, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and there was no permit sticker. A fine in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out certified and received on March 8, 2011. On April 6, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On April 13, 2011 a check for $100.00 and a signed set up inspection report was received into LMHC office indicating some of the things written up were incorrect by the investigator, and some were corrected.  Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected this home on April 19, 2011 and found it was still not set to code, but had a permit. Therefore, Mr. Eddy was given a fine of $750.00 that he would like to appeal.
4. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. ($1600.00) On October 25, 2010 a complaint was received into LMHC office from Andrea Bennett. The complaint alleges Roll Out was hired to move and install home. Investigator Fred Conner inspected the home on 11/23/10 and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker.  On the complaint the homeowner has permit # 105157 listed. At the time of this installation Roll Out was under a C&D. Therefore, a fine was issued in the amount of $1600.00 and mailed out on November 29, 2010. A second demand letter was mailed out on December 29, 2010 and a third and final demand was mailed out on January 20, 2011. On March 2, 2011 a letter to appeal this fine was received. The homeowner has been subpoenaed.  

5. Danny Richard d/b/a Danny Richard Mobile Home Movers ($3500.00) has been fined for improperly installing and not affixing a permit sticker to these 6 homes.
