other provisions of this Chapter due to a legal requirement or other deadline that cannot be postponed or delayed by the public body. 
(d) Other matters that are critical or time-sensitive and that in the determination of the presiding officer should not be delayed; however, such matters shall not 

be considered at the meeting unless the members of the body present at the meeting approve the consideration of the matters by a two-thirds vote.
