The State reserves the right to make multiple awards in its best interests. Multiple awards may be in the State’s best interest when awarded to two or more bidders for similar products and is needed for adequate delivery, service or availability.  Multiple awards, if made, will be based on a review of such factors as past usage, anticipated usage, the reasonableness of prices, and the need to assure timely delivery.

METHOD OF AWARD

The Insurer shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the Agency, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers for losses arising from work performed by the Contractor for the Agency.
C. ALL COVERAGES

IV.  ACCEPTABILITY OF INSURERS

Insurance shall be placed with insurers with an A.M. Best’s rating of A-:VI or higher. This rating requirement may be waived for worker’s compensation coverage only if the policy shall not affect coverage provided to the Agency. If at any time an insurer issuing any such policy does not meet the minimum A.M. Best rating, the Contractor shall obtain a policy with an insurer that meets the A.M. Best rating and shall submit another certificate of insurance as required in the contract.
 V.  VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE
 Contractor shall furnish the Agency with certificates of insurances reflecting proof of required coverage. The certificates for each officers, agents, employees, and volunteers. Thereof shall release the Contractor from the obligations of the insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. VI.  SUBCONTRACTORS
Contract shall include all Subcontractors as insureds under its policies or shall be responsible for verifying and maintaining the certificates provided by each Subcontractor. Subcontractors shall be subject to all of the requirements stated herein. The Agency reserves the right to request copies of Subcontractor’s certificates at any time.
VII.  WORKERS COMPENSATION INDEMNITY
In the event Contractor is not required to provide or elects not to provide workers compensation coverage, the parties hereby agree that Contractor, its owners, agents, and employees will have no cause of action against, and will not assert a claim against, the State of Louisiana, its departments, agencies, agents, and employees as an employer, whether pursuant to the Louisiana Workers Compensation Act or otherwise, under any circumstance. The parties also hereby agree that the State of Louisiana, its departments, agencies, agents, and employees shall in no circumstance be, or considered as, the employer or statutory employer of the Contractor, its owners, agents, and employees. The parties further agree that the Contractor is a wholly independent contractor and is exclusively responsible for its employees, owners, and agents. Contractor hereby agrees to protect, defend, indemnify, and hold the State of Louisiana, its departments, agencies, agents, employees harmless from any such assertion or claim that may arise from the performance of this contract.
VIII.  INDEMNIFICATION/HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT
Contractor agrees to protect, defend, indemnify, save, and hold harmless, the State of Louisiana, all state departments, agencies, boards, and commissions, its officers, agents, servants, employees, and volunteers, form and against any and all claims, damages, expenses, and liability arising out of injury or death to any person or the damage, loss, or destruction of any property which may occur, or in any way grow out of, an act or omission of Contractor, its agents, servants, and  employees, or demands, suits, or causes of action, except those claims, demands, suits, or causes of action arising out of the negligence of the State of Louisiana, all state departments, agencies, boards, commissions, its officers, agents, servants, employees, and volunteers. Contractor agrees to investigate, handle, respond to, provide defense for and defend any such claims, demands, suits, or causes of action at its sole expense and agrees to bear all other costs and expenses related thereto, even if the claims, demands, suits, or causes of action are groundless, false, or fraudulent. 
IX.  THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES
Both Bidder/Contractor and the State understand and agree that the terms and conditions of this contract are not intended to nor do they confer any rights, benefits, or remedies upon any person or entity other than the parties hereto.
RENEWAL OPTION:
AT THE OPTION OF THE STATE OF LOUISIANA AND ACCEPTANCE BY THE CONTRACTOR, THIS CONTRACT MAY BE EXTENDED FOR TWO (2) ADDITIONAL TWELVE (12) MONTH PERIODS AT THE SAME PRICE, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS. TOTAL CONTRACT TIME MAY NOT EXCEED THIRTY-SIX (36) MONTHS.
