SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS


Part 1:		PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

1.1 Purpose

To establish a statewide contract for Recessed Monitor Workstations for use by state agencies and eligible political subdivision and quasi-agencies.  This contract will be a discount off the manufacturer’s catalog list prices.  

It is the State’s intent to award to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder for an initial twelve (12) month period with four (4) options to renew for a total period not to exceed sixty (60) months.

1.2 Background

The need for recessed monitor workstations is based on contract release orders with an approximate value of $1,094,000 during the current three (3) year contract period. This amount is exclusive of any purchases resulting from a spot bid or purchases below the bidding threshold ($5,000.00).  The solicitation references this estimate as a general indication of the historical purchases of the State.  No commitment of any kind is made concerning the estimated value or the potential users of this contract.

Part II:	CALENDAR OF EVENTS, INQUIRIES AND RESPONSE

2.1	Notice

Each bidder is solely responsible for the accuracy and completeness of their bid.  Errors or omissions may be grounds for rejection, or may be interpreted in favor of the State. The following procedures are mandatory as noted.  Variations, if any, will be implemented at the sole discretion of the State, and will apply equally to all prospective bidders.  In addition to these mandatory administrative requirements, there are other mandatory terms and conditions contained in this invitation for bid, including but not limited to, the General Conditions and the Specifications.  The following calendar of events is to be followed:

2.2	Bidder Inquiry Period

An initial inquiry period is hereby firmly set for all interested bidders to perform a detailed review of the bid documents and to submit any written questions relative thereto.  Without exception, all questions MUST be in writing and received by the close of business (COB) on the Inquiry Deadline date set forth in the Calendar of Events.  Initial inquiries shall not be entertained thereafter.

The State shall not and cannot permit an open-ended inquiry period, as this creates an unwarranted delay in the procurement process and operations of our agency customers.  The State reasonably expects and requires responsible and interested bidders to conduct their in-depth bid review and submit inquiries in a timely manner.  Thereafter, all bid documents, including but not limited to the specifications, terms, conditions, etc., will stand as written and/or amended by any addendum issued as a result of the bidders inquiry period.

2.3	Inquiry Instructions

No decisions or actions shall be executed by any bidder as a result of any oral discussions with any state employee or state consultant.  The State shall only consider written and timely communications from bidders.

Inquiries shall be submitted in writing by an authorized representative of the bidder, clearly cross-referenced to the relevant solicitation section.  Only those inquiries received by the established deadline shall be considered by the State.  Answers to questions that change or substantially clarify the solicitation shall be issued by an addendum and provided to all perspective bidders.

Part III:	DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

3.1	Delivery Requirements

Standard delivery shall be tailgate, (delivery to agency’s dock) within forty-five (45) days after receipt of order.  The vendor should have available a quick ship program at no additional charge.  A copy of the quick ship program is to be provided.

The vendor shall have the capability of providing for furniture inside delivery and set-in-place at the discretion of the agency at time of order placement.  Refer to “Attachment I”, for pricing based on type of delivery and dollar volume off list price.

All shipment shall be f.o.b. destination (from contractors to customer’s location).

Minimum Order:  The minimum amount for any single order shall be $500.00.  On orders for less than the minimum, the delivery charge will be prepaid by the vendor and added to the invoice.  The vendor must include proof of actual shipping charges with the invoice.

Back Orders:  The contractor shall notify the agency within 48 hours of receipt of the order of any item that cannot be filled within the specified delivery period.  The balance of the order is not to be held due to the back order item(s).

Substitutions/Discontinued Items:  Only the brands and product numbers listed in the catalog submitted with the bid are approved for delivery under this contract.  Any substitutions must receive prior written approval from the Director of State Purchasing or designee.  The contractor shall notify the Office of State Purchasing or designee.  The contractor shall notify the Office of State Purchasing of any item in the approved catalog that is discontinued by a manufacturer.  This notification must be substantiated by written notice from the applicable manufacturer.  Any request for a replacement item of comparable value and quality shall be sent to the Office of State Purchasing for review/approval.

3.2	Installation

Basic Installation Services (at no additional cost) shall include:
· The vendor is responsible for unloading the furniture from the truck, fully assembling, (excluding the CPU’s, monitors and mouse devices), placing each workstation in the area(s) at the discretion of the end user, and discarding off the premises all associated debris.
· The vendor shall inspect the furniture for any obvious damage and properly document the delivery ticket.
· The vendor shall provide on-site training to the end user in the proper installation and adjustment of one of the monitors into the workstation in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

Optional Installation Services (at additional cost) shall include:
· The installation of all CPU’s, monitors, keyboards and mouse devices in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.  Connectivity, cabling and hard wire electrical services are not included.  This does not include network or data cabling.

Part IV:	SPECIAL CONDITIONS

4.1	Contractual Period

The State of Louisiana intends to award the contract for an initial period, not to exceed 12 months.  Delays in awarding beyond the anticipated starting date may result in a change in the contract period.  If this situation occurs, an initial award may be made for less than a 12-month period.  At the option of the State of Louisiana and acceptance by the vendor this contract may be extended for four additional twelve (12) month periods at the same terms and conditions.  The total contract time may not exceed sixty (60) months.

4.2	Contract

The Office of State Procurement is the sole authority in any changes, modifications, amendments, alterations, clarifications, prices, specifications, terms, and conditions of the contract.

The contractor shall not charge any sales taxes to tax exempt State customers.

4.3 Administrative Fee

Contractor shall pay a 1.5% administrative fee to the State of Louisiana, Office of State Procurement in exchange for the management and facilitation of this contract.  The calculation of this fee includes any entity receiving contract pricing resulting from this contract.  The fee shall be submitted quarterly and shall be based on the total net (gross sales minus returns, credits and deductions) sales to the State of Louisiana.  The check shall be made payable to the State of Louisiana, Division of Administration, Office of State Procurement and mailed to the Office of State Procurement, Attn:  Kara Allen, P. O. Box 94095, Baton Rouge, LA  70804-9095.  The calculation of the administrative fee shall begin immediately upon execution of the contract and payment shall be made in accordance with the following schedule:

4.4	Right To Audit

The State Legislative Auditor, Federal Auditors, and Internal Auditors of the Division of Administration (DOA), or others designated by the DOA, shall have the option to audit all accounts directly pertaining to the contract for a period of five (5) years from the date of the last payment made under this contract.  Records shall be made available during normal working hours for this purpose.

4.5	Packaging and Labeling

Each item shall be packaged in accordance with standard commercially accepted methods.  Contractors are encouraged to consider delivery methods that utilize recyclable or reusable packaging material and containers.

4.6	Current Products

All products offered in response to this solicitation shall be in current and ongoing production; shall have been formally announced for general marketing purposes; shall be a model or type currently functioning in a user environment and capable of meeting or exceeding all specifications and requirements set forth in this solicitation.

4.7	Contractor Contract Information

The contractor shall have a toll free telephone number and a fax number for associated activities under this contract.

4.8	Warranty

Any manufacturer’s warranties or guarantees normally offered on items covered under this contract shall be applicable.

Part V:	CONTRACT REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

5.1	Reporting Requirements

The Contractor shall supply to the Office of State Purchasing a comprehensive usage report no later than ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of each contract period.  The Office of State Purchasing reserves the right to validate the accuracy of the information in all required reports.  Failure to submit timely and accurate information may result in cancellation of the contract.  The contents of the report shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, a breakdown of purchases.  The report should be by category discounts reflecting purchases in both dollar amounts and quantities purchased in descending order.  The report should include the item name, brand, product number, list price, discount and net discounted price.

PART VI:	CATALOGS

6.1	Product Catalog

A copy of the manufacturer’s catalog from which prices are quoted on “Attachment I” shall be submitted with the bid.  If manufacturer’s list prices are not pre-printed in the catalog, a separate manufacturer’s official comprehensive price list (list prices) covering all items in the catalog is acceptable along with the catalog.  Failure to submit a copy of the manufacturer’s catalog and/or price list with the bid will result in rejection of bid.  The State shall not accept a catalog or list price that has been specifically customized to include discounted prices that are included on this bid.  The catalog shall be a full line catalog and may not contain items from a third party other than minor accessories.

The catalog from which bidder’s discount is quoted must be the most current manufacturer’s catalog available at the time of the bid opening.  The name and date of the catalog is to be entered on “Attachment I”.  Any terms and conditions contained in the contractor’s catalog contrary to those of the State of Louisiana are nullified.  The solicitation and any resultant contract award shall contain all terms and conditions with respect to the commodities herein.

The bidder’s catalog shall be dated, and shall contain a full-series of recessed monitor workstation items.  The catalog shall include detailed descriptions of the products, list prices (list price sheets covering all the items in the catalog may be provided, if prices are not printed in the actual catalog), including pictures sufficient for customers to easily select desired products.  All items eligible for purchase shall be included in the catalog.  Offerings from a general website are not permissible.

Part VII:	METHOD AND AWARD CONDITIONS

7.1	Method of Award

The State intends to award one contract to the overall lowest responsive, responsible bidder.  It is the State’s intent to award to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder for an initial twelve (12) month period with four (4) options to renew for a total period not to exceed sixty (60) months.

The award will be based on the grand total of the extended prices on the pricing model.  These items will be utilized for cost evaluation purposes only in the determination of the award and will not be itemized on the contract.  Only the discount lines that apply to the series bid “Attachment A” will be line itemized on the contract.

7.2	Award Conditions

Bidders shall submit their prices and associated information on the forms provided.  Failure to provide the comprehensive information requested on the attachment will be cause for rejection of the bid.

The catalog, list prices, and discounts shall remain in effect the entire twelve (12) month period of the contract.

Bidders are required to quote a price for each product itemized on the attachment from the illustrated manufacturer’s catalog submitted with the bid.  the net each price for line on Attachment I shall be quoted based on inside delivery, to a single destination anywhere in the state, installed in working order and all debris removed off the premise with freight paid by the vendor.

Bidders are to enter the brand and model number bid, catalog page number, catalog list price, percentage discount off list, discounted net unit price, and the net extended totals for each category.  The State shall not pay more than the list price for any item eligible for purchase under this contract.

The State reserves the right to reject any bid for failure to comply with the specifications and other requirements of this Invitation to Bid or if the prices are deemed exorbitant or non-competitive.

The discount bid on “Attachment I” in the percent (%) discount column shall be the same discount applied to the balance of the lines for the series bid.  Multiple discounts are not allowed.

The State reserves the right to (1) reject individual line items from “Attachment I” in the event equivalent items or brands of comparable quality and specification cannot be determined; (2) correct and/or adjust the discount applied to any item(s) on “Attachment I” for the award determination; (3) deem grand and product number equivalency based on published specifications; and (4) reject any and all proposals submitted in response to this Invitation to Bid (ITB) and waive any informality.

The quantities on “Attachment I” are estimates only.  This information was derived from historical sales figures for eligible entities in the State.  A quantity of 1 indicates that no prior usage information is available.  No commitment of any kind is made concerning the purchase quantities, estimated value or potential users of this contract.

PART VIII: 	VENDOR QUALIFICATIONS

8.1      Qualifications

The vendor shall have sufficient local representation capable of providing services on a statewide basis including installation and set-in-place at the discretion of the ordering entity.

The State retains the right to require additional information and to conduct necessary investigations to determine vendor responsibility or accuracy of submitted information.

PART IX:	GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The recessed monitor workstation is state-of-the art, technology-enhanced desks for the classroom and training environments.

9.1     Work Surfaces

Industrial grade minimum 1-1/8” particleboard meets or exceeds M-2 standards in accordance with the current ANSI 208.1 standard.  Optional high-pressure decorative laminates should meet or exceed current NEMA LD3-2000-PF30 high –pressure laminate performance standards, under-surface sealed with resoback.  Edge banded 4-sides with a minimum 2mm PVC and minimum 2mm radius trim on all sides and corners.


9.2    End Panels

Industrial grade minimum 1” particleboard meets or exceeds current M-2 standards in accordance with current ANSI 208.1 standards.  The decorative surface paper to be a minimum 80 gram / 50lb. basis weight (pre melamine saturation), thermally fused to substrate two sides.  Laminate meets or exceeds current NEMA LD3-2000-GP20 standards.  Edge banded minimum three sides with minimum 2mm PVC, and minimum 2mm radius trim on all sides and corners.  Standard minimum 1-1/8” nickel-plated leveling glides with black nylon glide bottom, minimum 5/16” x 1” threaded stem fitted into metal insert.

9.3    Modesty Panels

Industrial grade 16 gauge metal or minimum 5/8” particleboard meets or exceeds current M-2 standards in accordance with current ANSI 208.1 standards.  The decorative surface paper to be a minimum 80 gram / 50lb. basis weight (pre-melamine saturation), thermally fused to substrate two sides.  Laminate meets or exceeds current NEMA LD3-2000-GP20.  Edge banded all sides with minimum 0.5mm PVC.

9.4   Modesty Shelf/Compartments

Industrial grade, minimum ¾” particleboard meets or exceeds current M-2 standards in accordance with ANSI 208.1 standards. The decorative surface paper to be minimum 80 gram / 50lb. basis weight (pre-melamine saturation), thermally fused to substrate two sides.  Laminate meets or exceeds current NEMA LD3-2000-GP20.  Contour design component edge banded user side with minimum 2mm radius trim long edges.  The compartment should contain a wire management raceway, power strip, open or grommet ends for ease with daisy-chaining connections, cutout for CPU compartment and grommet holes for other wiring.  Modesty cover to have an optional lock available.

All casework / components produced utilizing 32mm wood working technology, tolerance +/- 0.4mm.  Metal-to-metal cam lock assembly using zinc came to minifix connecting bolts.

9.5   Workstations 

The workstations are to including the following as standard:

Power strip – UL/cUL listed cord set non-surge protected with lighted circuit breaker switch located in storage area, including six (6) 110V outlets, and a minimum 6 foot grounded power cord.

Keyboard tray – minimum 34” wide textured black thermoformed keyboard drawer, featuring comfort radius edges and five (5) positive outward stop locations.  Outward locking tabs prevent accidental removal of the keyboard drawer.

Modesty panel includes removable panel for easy access to wire management, hardware and power strip on the approach (non-user) side of workstation.

Wire management raceway – raceway extrusion mounted horizontally between end panel grommets.

Grommets – Single grommet located on the top right corner of work surface and one located on each end panel, removable grommet covers included.  Grommets to be interchangeable with data port.
