General
1. Inspect fuel tank for leaks or damage.
2. Record fuel level. Notify hatchery manager of low fuel level.  
3. Check for proper operation.
4. Check exhausts system.
5. Check safety shut down.
6. Set timer to run as per customer requirement.

Fluids
1. Change oil.
2. Change all filters (oil, fuel, air, etc). 
3. Inspect coolant via proper gravity test.
4. Inspect all belts, hoses, and fuel lines.
5. Inspect for any leaks (oil, fuel, coolant, air, etc.)
6. Inspect electrolyte level of battery.
7. Inspect fuel for need of additional attention, polishing, or adding stabilizer.

Electrical
1. Check for proper operation of battery charger.
2. Replace or test back-up batteries in timer, if equipped.
3. Check generator volts per leg.
4. Check generator frequency.
5. Check proper operation of block heater.
6. Record exercise settings.
7. Check proper operation of transfer switch.

Minor PM with LB also includes applying a total load test to the building
and checking all amperage to generator.
