VENDOR TO DELIVER AND PICKUP ALL LINEN THREE (3) TIMES A WEEK, MONDAY, TUESDAY AND FRIDAY & RETURN CLEAN LINEN BAGS FROM PREVIOUS PICKUPS.
THIS LAUNDRY / LINEN SERVICE SHALL CONSIST OF PICKING UP THE MATERIAL AT LWVH TO BE LAUNDERED, LAUNDERING SAME WORKMAN – LIKE MANNER.  PICK – UP AND DELIVERY SHALL BE PROVIDED BY VENDOR.  ALL LINEN TO BE PROVIDED BY VENDOR.
ALL LAUNDERED BED LINED WILL BE PRESSED OR HANDLED LAUNDRY SERVICE TO GET PRESSED LOOK WITH MINIMAL WRINKLES SHOWING ON BED LINEN.  BLANKETS, BED SPREADS AND TOWELS WILL BE FOLEDED NEATLY.
ALL LAUNDRY WILL BE PACKAGED AND DEEMED APPROPRIATE AND DELIVERED LINEN WILL BE PLACED IN THE DESIGNATED AREA – WING 5.
LWVH HAS THE RIGHT TO REJECT ANY AND ALL DELIVERIES THAT DO NOT PASS GENERALLY ACCEPTED CLEANLINESS AND/OR INFECTIOUS CONTROL POLICIES.
LWVH HAS THE RIGHT TO VISIT LAUNDRY SITE, IF OR WHEN NECESSARY.
LWVH SHALL COLLECT ALL LINEN AND OTHER MATERIALS FOR PICK – UP BY LAUNDRY SERVICE AT DESIGNATED AREA – WING 5 FOR PICK – UP, UNLESS OTHERWISE MUTUALLY AGREED.
VENDOR TO PROVIDE ADEQUATE NUMBER OF CLOTH LINEN BAGS TO PLACE LINEN IN FOR PICK – UP.
LINEN MUST BE WASHED WITH A WASH FORMULA INCORPORATING DETERGENT, HOT WATER AT A TEMPERATURE OF AT LEAST 160 DEGREES F, BLEACH RINSE AGENTS, RINSE CYCLE SUFFICIENT TO RINSE OUT SOIL AND WASH AGENTS.  CONTRACTOR MUST INSURE THAT THE FIRST CYCLE MUST INCORPORATE THE WASHING OR WATER SOLUBLE BAG PER MANUFACTURERS’ INSTRUCTIONS.  CONTRACTOR MUST INSURE THE USE OF BACTERIOSTAT TO BE ADDED PER MANUFACTURERS’ INSTRUCTIONS TO FIRST WASH CYCLE.
BEFORE BEING USED TO DELIVER CLEAN LINEN TO THE AGENCY, ALL LINEN CARTS/HAMPERS USED FOR SOILED LINEN TRANSPORT SHALL BE PROPERLY CLEANED AND SANTIZED WITH A GERMICIDAL AGENT AND OTHER CHEMICAL TREATMENT NECESSARY TO AVOID CROSS CONTAMINATION.
CONTRACTOR FACILITIES:
[bookmark: _GoBack]CONTRACTOR SHALL INSURE THAT ALL LINEN IS PROPERLY WASHED AND TREATED IN COMMERCIAL TYPE WASHERS AND DRYERS DESIGNED SPECIFICALLY FOR THAT PURPOSE, TO PREVENT CROSS CONTAMINATION.
UNIVERSAL PRECAUTIONS:
CONTRACTOR MUST OBSERVE ALL UNIVERSAL PRECAUTIONS REQUIRED BY JOINT COMMISSION FOR ACCREDATION OF HOSPITALS BY FULLY WRAPPING CLEAN LINEN.  IN NO CASE SHALL CLEAN LINEN BE TRANSPORTED ON THE SAME TRUCK WITH SOILED LINEN.


TERMS:
CONTAMINATED LINEN:  ITEMS OR GARMENTS THAT HAVE BEEN EXPOSED TO POTENTIALLY INFECTIOUS MATERIALS WHICH INCLUDE BLOOD AND HUMAN BODY FLUIDS.
VENDOR SHOULD FOLLOW ALL JOINT COMMISSION ON ACCREDIATION OF HEALTHCARE ORGANIZATIONS (JCAHO) STANDARD/RULES.
LAUNDRY SERVICE WILL FURNISH MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS AND/OR OTHER INFORMATION AT LWVH’S REQUEST FOR CHEMICAL USED IN PROCESSING LAUNDRY.
LWVH AND LAUNDRY SERVICE AWARDED VENDOR MAY MEET PERIODICALLY TO REVIEW REQUIRED QUALITIES FOR EACH ITEM BASE ON USAGE.
SUCCESSFUL VENDOR WILL PROVIDE WITH BID DOCUMENT THREE (3) REFERENCES WITH SIMILAR MEDICAL SERVICES.
