Contingency Contract Special Terms and Conditions
1.	The State anticipates that no single vendor will have sufficient inventory to meet the requirements of lines set forth in this solicitation.  In addition, since no one knows when or where the next disaster/emergency may strike, it is impossible to know which vendors may not be accessible due to damage. Therefore, the State intends to make multiple awards to multiple bidders for contracts (if sufficient responsible bids are received) that would permit State agencies, Quasi State agencies and other Political Subdivisions authorized by Law to respond immediately and effectively with needed products and services in the event that an emergency is declared by the Governor of the State of Louisiana in accordance with the Laws of the State of Louisiana.

Multiple awards may be in the State’s best interest when awarded to two or more bidders or offerors for similar products and is needed for adequate delivery, service, or availability.  Multiple awards, if made, will be based on a review of such factors as past usage, anticipated usage, the reasonableness of prices, and the need to be assured timely delivery.


Every item bid should have sufficient information enclosed with the bid in order to determine quality, suitability and compliance with the specifications.  The above requirements include items in which the bidder states he proposes to furnish exactly what is called for in the specifications. In addition all blanks must be completed for the purpose of comparisons.  The questionnaire included herein must be completed prior to the award.
Failure to comply with this request may eliminate your bid from consideration.

5.	FEMA reimbursement rate method:  At times of declared emergency, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) may approve reimbursement rates for contractors providing products and services to State and Local Governments. In the event FEMA establishes such rates, the State and contractor agree to accept the lesser of either the contract price or FEMA rates which are in effect for the period of the emergency.
6.	State agencies, quasi agencies and other Political Subdivisions authorized by Law are advised to use this contract in times of a declared emergency.  Entities should carefully consider other contract alternatives, if the time permits, determine the contract method that best serves the needs of the State.  The emergency contingency contracts are intended to complement, not replace, existing contract.
7.	Invoice support - In order to facilitate payment of invoices, vendors are to:
