2. Envelopes
Bidders are requested to submit bid package in an envelope of your choice that is clearly marked identifying the company’s name, complete address, bid number, time of bid opening, the scheduled opening date and license number if applicable.

3.  Standard of Quality
Any product or service bids shall conform to all applicable Federal, State and Local laws, regulations and the specifications contained in the IFB.  Unless otherwise specified in the IFB, any manufacturer’s name, trade name, brand name, or catalog number used in the specifications is for the purpose of describing the quality level, performance and characteristic required.  Bidder must specify the brand and model number of the product offered in his/her bid. 4.  Descriptive Information

6.  Prices
Unless otherwise specified by the Purchasing Department in the IFB, bid prices must be complete, including transportation, prepaid by bidder to destination.  Bids other than FOB destination may be rejected.  In the event of extension errors, the unit price shall prevail.

7.  Payment Terms
 Payment is to be made within 30 days after receipt of properly executed invoice or delivery and acceptance, whichever is later.  Delinquent payment   penalties are governed by L.R.S. 39:1695.

8.  Deliveries
Bids may be rejected if the delivery time indicated is longer that that specified in the IFB.

9.  Vendor Invoices
Invoices shall reference the Southern University at Shreveport purchase/release order number, vendor’s packing list/delivery ticket, ticket number, shipping/delivery date, etc.  Invoices are to be itemized and billed in accordance with the order and should show the amount of any prompt payment discount and submitted on the vendor’s own invoice form.  Invoices submitted by the vendor’s supplier will be not be accepted.	

10.  Tax Information/State of Louisiana
Vendor is responsible for including all applicable taxes in the bid prices.  Southern University at Shreveport is exempt from all Louisiana state and local sales and use taxes.  By accepting an award, resident and non-resident firms acknowledge their responsibility for the payment of all taxes duly accessed by the State of Louisiana and its political subdivisions for which they are liable, including but not limited to: franchise taxes, privilege taxes, sales taxes, use taxes, ad valorem taxes, etc.  In accordance with Act Number 1029 of the 1991 Regular Session, effective September 1, 1991 state agencies will no longer be required to pay state sales tax.

11.  New Products
Unless specifically called for in the IFB, all products for purchases must be new, (never previously used) and the current model and/or packaging.  The manufacturer’s standard warranty will apply unless otherwise specified in the IFB.

12.  Contract Renewals
Upon agreement of Southern University at Shreveport and the contractor, an open-ended requirements contract may be extended for two (2) additional twelve (12) month periods at the same prices, terms and conditions.  In such cases, the total contract term cannot exceed thirty-six (36) months.

13.  Contract Cancellation
Southern University at Shreveport has the right to cancel any contract, in accordance with Purchasing Rules and Regulations, for cause, including but not limited to, the following: (1) failure to deliver within the time specified in the contract; (2) failure of the product or service to meet specifications, conform to sample quality or to be delivered in good condition; (3) misrepresentation by the contractor; (4) fraud, collusion, conspiracy or other unlawful means of obtaining any contract with the state; (5) conflict of contract provisions with constitutional or statutory provision of state or federal law; (6) any other breach of contract.

14.  Award and Execution of Contract
The owner shall incur no obligation to the contractor until the contract between the owner and contractor is duly executed.  If the contractor is notified of the acceptance of the bid within thirty (30) days of the opening bid date, contractor agrees to execute and deliver to owner, Performance and Payment Bond and Certificate of Insurance, a copy of which is attached to the Contract Documents, within ten (10) working days after notice from the Owner that the instrument is ready for signature.

15.  Fiscal Funding Clause
In accordance with LA R.S. 39:1615 ( c)and (e), any contract entered into by the State of Louisiana and Southern University at Shreveport shall include the following Fiscal Funding Clause:
C.  Termination due to unavailability of funds in succeeding years.  When funds are not appropriated to support continuation of performance in a subsequent year of a multiyear contract, the contract for such subsequent year shall be terminated.  When a contract is terminated under these conditions, no additional funds shall be paid to the contractor as a result of such action.
E.  With respect to all multiyear contracts, there shall be no provisions for a penalty to the state for the cancellation or early payment of the contract.
The continuation of this contract is contingent upon the appropriation of funds to fulfill the requirements of the contract by the legislature.
All proposers should be aware that our legislative process is such that it is often impossible to give prior notice of the non-appropriation of funds.

16.   Default of Contractor
Failure to deliver within the time specified in the bid will constitute and default and may cause cancellation of the contract. 1.1 The term “provide,” in connection with any specified item, is intended to mean unless
otherwise noted, that such items shall be furnished, installed and connected as required.

1.2 Clean, touch up, patch, and/or repair existing walls, partitions, columns, perimeter
window frames, frame mullions, doors, door frames, cove base board and flooring specified within scope of work, as required to achieve “like new” appearance.

1.3 All permits, applications, licenses, etc., of the respective city, county, state, and federal
governments, required to construct and/or fit out space, are the sole responsibility of the 
contractor. Failure to comply with any necessary documentation is at the contractor’s 
own risk. Southern University at Shreveport, Louisiana (SUSLA), is not responsible to 
provide, furnish, account, or be held responsible for, any and all documentation in 
regards to working permits and licenses.

1.4 Provide demolition of existing conditions necessary to meet scope of work to provide free and clear area including electrical, IT communication, HVAC and plumbing of building systems, removal of existing finishes, and repairs of perimeter walls and column enclosures.

	acceptable aesthetic, acoustic and light requirements. Any exposed mechanical and 
	electrical elements are acceptable if in accordance with codes and if treated in an 
	aesthetic manner and approved by SUSLA.

7.2 	The contractor will replace all damaged and/or stained ceiling tiles in the renovated  space.

SECTION 8: Floor and Floor Coverings

All existing carpet on the 6th floor is to be replaced with a commercial grade Vinyl Plank product, providing a minimum 5Mil wear layer. Vinyl Plank to meet specifications of Armstong Natural Creations Arbor Art series, or equivalent, Color to be determined by SUSLA.

8.2 	Paint – Interior walls must be finished with one coat of primer and two coats of a durable 
Latex paint suitable for the work and traffic areas, Sherwin Williams, Benjamin Moore/MAB/Duron/F&H or equal. Satin latex paint to be applied to all walls and semi-gloss latex paint to all trim of the entire space. Note no surface will be painted using a flat latex paint unless approved by SUSLA. The contractor to provide touch up painting after the SUSLA move in. 

8.3 	Wallcovering - Pre-finished vinyl-clad gypsum board or plain gypsum board with vinyl wall
	covering applied to it is required if needed to match existing walls, unless waived by
	SUSLA. The use of wall coverings in other areas is acceptable if approved by SUSLA.

8.4 	All wall finishes and colors must be approved by SUSLA. If requested by SUSLA, the contractor will install a chair rail of approximately 3” width at an appropriate wall height in high-traffic rooms such as interior hallway and waiting room.


SECTION 9: Paint and Wallcovering
9.1 	Base Building Mechanical – Building fire alarm, smoke detectors, exit lights, life safety, fire
	protection (sprinklers and lines) and other code requirements are to be installed and 
	operational per local code. Offices, privacy rooms and/or areas where meetings occur 
shall have any new walls constructed in accordance with Section 5. Unless otherwise stated, or shown on floor plan, all other staff offices will be constructed using furniture systems provided by SUSLA.

9.2 	Drawings – Drawings attached will give the contractor an idea of agency’s 
	requirements. The contractor should pay close attention to the agency’s specific 
	requirements noted in Section 10.

9.3 	Final Clean-Up – The contractor shall restore the area in such a manner that it is 
	acceptable to SUSLA. This shall include the following special cleaning:
a. Remove all labels, excess putty, grease, paint and other foreign substance 
and leave the work area in perfect condition.
b. Clean and polish all finished hardware.
c. Remove all spots, mortar crumbs, soil and paint and glue from all tile work.
d. Clean and polish all tile, and other finished floors.
e. Clean property of all debris and dirt.
f. Remove all dust and dirt from walls, doors and cabinet work, and restore all scratches or scuff marks to the original finish.
g. All flooring must be swept and mopped before occupancy.

Proposed Modifications to Metro 6th Floor Floorplan 
1. Remove the door and frame that currently provide passage between rooms 608 and 609. Close the opening by installing metal stud framing, drywall using fire rated, and mold resistant drywall of 5/8” thickness to adjacent existing wall. Install R-13 fiberglass insulation. Prep and paint wall per owner specification.
2. Create an opening at the north corner of the east wall of 609 to provide new passage from the Main Hallway 607B to 609. Install a fire rated or glass door and frame in this opening to match adjacent doors.
3. Remove the south wall of the Main Hallway 607B. This will extend the hallway through 610. Fill the seam to match existing main hallway. Prep and paint wall per owner specification upon completion of all hallway modifications.
4. Frame by installing metal stud framing and finish a new north to south wall through 610, parallel to the east wall of the Main Hallway 607B, terminating and affixed to the north and south 610 walls.
5. Remove a segment of east wall of the south-east corner of 609 to create a new hallway access opening into 609. The opening shall be large enough to build an entry cove within the south-east corner of 609 to enclose the new access to 610B.
6. Frame and finish an entry cove in the south-east corner of 609 and install a fire rated or glass entry door and frame with the proper swing as an access to 610B. Replace drop ceiling “t” bar grid and tile to match where removed for modification. Prep and paint 609 walls per owner specification.
7. Remove the door, frame and adjacent framing from the main hallway 607B leading to the north access of 610.This opening will provide an east-west extension of the southern end of the Main Hallway 607B. Fill the seam to match existing main hallway. Prep and paint hallway walls per owner specification.
8. Remove the wall at the east end if the 610 access corridor. This will provide access into a current closet 612C, which is to be repurposed as the east extension of the Main Hallway 607B. Fill the seam to match existing main hallway. Prep and paint walls per owner specification.
9. Remove the door and frame of 612C closet and associated closet south wall framing to prepare the new extension of 607B to turn southward, through 612B (storage room) toward the south wall.
10. Frame and finish a new north to south wall through 612B, parallel and tied to the east wall of 612C, terminating and tied into the south wall of 612B. Prep and paint wall per owner specification.
11. Remove the most west section of the south wall in 612B. This will extend the main Hallway 607B southward toward 611 entryway. Fill the seam to match existing main hallway. Prep and paint wall per owner specification.
12. Frame and finish a new north to south wall through 610, parallel to the remaining north-east segment of wall, terminating and tied to the wall separating 610A and 611. Close the opening by installing metal framing, drywall using 5/8” fire rated and mold resistant drywall. Prep and paint wall per owner specification. This will end hallway 607B at the existing door of 611.
13. Remove existing, temporary, petition east wall of 603. Frame and finish a new north to south wall by installing metal framing, drywall using 5/8” fire rated and mold resistant drywall, parallel and tied and terminating to the east walls of 602 and 604. Prep and paint wall per owner specification Install a fire rated or glass door and frame in this opening to match adjacent doors in a new opening on the south end of the new wall.
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
