SUFFICIENT INFORMATION:

Sufficient information should be enclosed with the bid in order to determine quality, suitability, and compliance with the specifications.

In addition, a number of blanks are included in the solicitation for completion by the bidder for the purpose of comparisons.  All blanks should be completed and submitted in the bid and must be completed prior to award.  This includes the entries required by the blanks in the bid lines, special terms and conditions and the questionnaire, all of which must be completed prior to award.  

*** Failure to comply with this request may eliminate your bid from consideration. 

Lines are subject to all “Standard, Special and Contingency” terms and conditions.  In the event that there is conflict between these terms and conditions, the order or precedence used in resolution will be as follows:

(1) Contingency Contract Terms and Conditions (stated below)
(2) Special Terms and Conditions (Attachment B)
(3) Standard Terms and Conditions (Attachment A)

CONTINGENCY CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The State of Louisiana anticipates that no single vendor will have sufficient inventory to meet the requirements of this solicitation.  In addition, it is impossible to know when or where the next disaster may strike and to predict which vendor facilities may be accessible due to damage.

The State reserves the right to make multiple awards in its best interest.  Multiple awards may be in the State’s best interest when an award to two or more bidders for similar products is needed for adequate delivery, service or availability.  Multiple awards, if made, will be based on a review of such factors as past usage, anticipated usage, the reasonableness of prices and the need to assure timely delivery.  Delivery may be a factor in the award.  

Award will be based in the bidder’s unit price times the estimated usage stated for each line item bid.  

Contingency plan of ensuring a continuous supply of equipment for the State if your facility is adversely affected during disaster(s) may be required upon request if not included with your bid submittal.  

Documents including questionnaire, literature and/or specifications, and contingency plan should be submitted with bid, or must be provided upon request within three (3) working days.  However, if pricing is noted on questionnaire form, the questionnaire form must be submitted at the time of bid submittal for award consideration.

The vendor shall be required to maintain, or have available for his own use, an inventory sufficient to start deliveries within twelve (12) hours after receipt of orders.       

SCOPE OF WORK FOR ROLL-OFF CONTAINERS AND WASTE DISPOSAL SERVICES

The intent of these specifications is to provide the State with a contract for furnishing waste disposal services, to include container rental, trash/garbage hauling and disposal.

Vendor will be required to furnish the necessary containers as specified in this bid.  Specific locations and numbers will be determined by the designated agency representative.  

Hours of collection must be approved by appropriate agency personnel to conform to their schedules.  Additional pickups may be required and must occur within twenty-four (24) hours after agency request.  

VENDOR MUST ALSO CONFORM TO THE FOLLOWING:

(1) Vendor will be responsible for maintaining, deodorizing, disinfecting and/or replacing containers.  Responsibility also includes any/all cost for chemicals needed to sanitize equipment.

(2) Upon agency request, all containers must be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected to prevent possible disease or odor.

(3) All containers must be treated with insecticide, pesticide or whatever product is needed to control flies, rodents, etc.

(4) Cleaning of spills or leaks resulting from disposal operations shall be the responsibility of the vendor.  Vendor shall be responsible for keeping loading areas, including cleanup of any paper or general trash in the immediate vicinity of the containers, reasonably clean and in a sanitary condition at all times in a manner acceptable to the agency.

(5) Vendor shall be responsible for maintaining and keeping equipment at the location to ensure continuous service for trash collection.  The agency assumes no responsibility for the condition of the equipment.  All containers placed at the agency by the vendor will be adequately insured as the agency will not assume any responsibility whatsoever for the containers.  The vendor is warned that he must assume the necessary liability for the damages and injury to the property and employees of the agency while on State property.   

(6) Vendor will be required to use only Louisiana State Board of Health approved landfill sites to dispose of refuse.  The landfill site will not be provided by the agency.  

(7) The vendor will deliver containers with the bottom of the front load containers being a minimum of 10 gauge.  The container must be watertight, fitted with a properly hinged lid and must meet Louisiana State Board of Health standards.  The lids of all containers must have appropriate handles and be constructed so that insects cannot enter closed containers.

(8) The vendor must pick up all garbage in an appropriate garbage truck suitable to the type of container used.  A “suitable garbage truck” means that the truck must be constructed specifically and solely for the purpose of picking up garbage and the truck must have passed Federal, as well as, Louisiana State Department of Safety standards.  Proof must be submitted upon request.

(9) The bidder must provide a backup plan in case of equipment failure, upon request. 

(10) Rental price offered on any line item shall be all inclusive, with no additional charge to the State of Louisiana, except as provided for within this solicitation.

(11) The agency will be responsible for providing access to containers, however, vendor will be responsible for damage, such as broken curbs, ruts, etc., outside of normal access drives.  

USAGE REQUIREMENTS

Successful vendor is to keep a copy of all orders issued against this contract during the contract period.  Approximately, four (4) months prior to the end of the contract period, vendor is to be prepared to submit to the Office of State Procurement a contract usage report with copies of all orders.  The usage report is to include the vendor’s name, phone and fax numbers, the person who compiled the report and a summary by contract catalog item number indicating the quantity purchased.  

Additionally, vendor will be required to provide reports that indicate tonnage of garbage collected and disposed at landfills in connection with this contract.  This documentation must be provided four months prior to the end of the contract, or at the request of the State of Louisiana.    

DELIVERY DETAINMENT AND REROUTING CHARGES

The State of Louisiana reserves the right to establish reasonable detainment and rerouting rates using the lowest detainment and rerouting rates of the responsive bidders as a benchmark.

CORRECTIONAL INSTITUTIONAL REQUIREMENTS

VENDOR SECURITY CLEARANCE PROCESS: Any vendor or vendor personnel visiting or working in an institution is required to receive security clearance prior to entering the institution grounds.  Vendor must furnish the full name, driver’s license number, social security number, date of birth, race, and sex of each employee who will be entering the compound.  This information must also be furnished in writing to the administrative director prior to commencing work on the awarded project.  A criminal history check will be conducted on each employee, and upon arrival, ID cards will be issued to each employee.  No vendor personnel will be allowed to work on the institution grounds until the above clearance approval process is completed.  The successful vendor is also required to provide a written inventory of tools, vehicles and/or trailers prior to entering the institution grounds.
