LICENSING REQUIREMENTS:
VENDOR SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM OF THREE (3) CLASS IV WASTEWATER OPERATORS ON STAFF.  PLEASE PROVIDE COPIES OF LINCENSES WITH BID.

PLANT INSPECTIONS, OPERATIONS ADJUSTMENTS:
VENDOR SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM OF 5 YEARS EXPERIENCE OPERATING ACTIVATED SLUDGE AND TERTIARY FILTERS.

OPERATIONS, INSPECTIONS, ADJUSTMENTS WILL BE PERFORMED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE MANUFACTURERS OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE MANUALS.  OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE RECORDS SHALL BE MAINTAINED TO DOCUMENT FACILITY OPERATIONS.

PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE PROGRAM:

TRAINING:
VENDOR TO PROVIDE TRAINING OF FACILITY MAINTENANCE STAFF FOR EMERGENCY AND ANY IMMEDIATE ADJUSTMENT TO PLANT IN PERIODS OF SHUT DOWN.  TRAINING TO BE COMPLETED ANNUALLY.

OPERATIONAL REPORTS:
VENDOR TO PROVIDE OPERATIONAL REPORTS SUBMITTED TO DOCUMENT FACILITY STATUS, REPAIRS, PROBLEMS, ETC. IN ORDER TO PROVIDE INFORMATION ON OPERATIONAL INTEGRITY OF EQUIPMENT FOR MANAGEMENT STAFF.

EMERGENCY CALLOUT SERVICES:
TWENTY FOUR (24) HOUR EMERGENCY CALL OUT SERVICES WILL BE MAINTAINED.  VENDOR SHALL RESPOND WITHIN THREE (3) HOURS AFTER NOTIFICATION OF A PROBLEM.  AFTER HOURS AND WEEKEND/HOLIDAYS WILL BE BILLED AT THE PRICES PER HOUR QUOTED IN THIS SOLICITATION.  THE CONTRACTOR PERFORMING EMERGENCY SERVICES MUST HAVE A STATE OF LOUISIANA ISSUED LEVEL 4 WASTEWATER TREATMENT CERTIFICATION. 

ADDITIONAL CHARGES:
