General
These specifications describe the minimum requirements for a heavy duty, all hydraulic articulated motor grader.  This equipment shall be new, of current manufacture, a production model, and must meet all state and Federal safety standards in effect at time of delivery.  Any additions, deletions, or variations from the following specifications should be noted.  Any items appearing in the manufacturer’s regular published specifications furnished by the Bidder are assumed to be included in the “Bidder’s Proposal”.   Any additions, deletions or variations from the manufacturer’s regular published specifications should be outlined in an attached letter.

develop these specifications.  Equipment of similar style, type, character, quality and purpose conforming to the detailed requirements listed below will be considered equivalent. 

Workmanship
Any unit delivered under this specification is subject to rejection if there is evidence of poor workmanship, by either the vendor or the original manufacturer.  Any defect, so noted, may be corrected by the vendor to the satisfaction of the Equipment Engineer or his representative.  


All defect corrections must be completed to the satisfaction of the Equipment Engineer before invoices can be processed for payment.

Six wheels, four-wheel tandem drive.  

Engine
Water cooled, six cylinder, diesel, 140 net flywheel HP.  
Controls
All hydraulic, controlled from the operator’s cab.  

Steering
Front wheels controlled by a full-hydraulic power system.  Frame articulation 20 degrees left and right.  

Moldboard
14 foot length, 24" height, 3/4" thickness.  Renewable overlay end bits.  Full hydraulic control including blade sideshift, saddle sideshift, circle rotation, blade pitch, blade float control, 90 degrees left or right bank cutting angle obtainable.  

Transmission
Full power shift.  

Brakes
Air or hydraulically actuated, effective on 4 tandem wheels.  Independent emergency brake.  Braking capabilities without engine running.  

Front Axle &
Fabricated steel box-frame with steel spindles.  Demountable 
Wheels
rims.  Hydraulic power wheel lean 18 degrees left or right.  Thirty (30) degrees axle oscillation.  

Tires
All six tires 14.00 X 24, 10 ply, G-2, interchangeable rims, first line, first quality.  

Scarifier/
Front mounted, V-type scarifier (and/or rear mounted ripper)

Ripper
 with replaceable tips.    Hydraulically controlled.  

Cab
Fully enclosed, ROPS, designed for maximum visibility and low DBA levels meeting or exceeding EPA standards.  Shatterproof glass.  Lockable.

Heavy duty drawbar for towing.

29,000 lbs.
Accessories
Differential lock or limited slip differential, electric hour meter, air conditioner, seat belt, backup alarm, muffler, work lights, tail lights, turn signals, horn, suspension seat, engine side shields, transmission bottom guard, heater, windshield wiper front and rear, SMV sign, floor mat.  All safety equipment as required by State and Federal law, full instrumentation package including key switch.  
Warranty
One year full coverage at nearest authorized location.  


NOTE:  48 hours in downtime, per occurrence, for repairs or parts on this machine will be considered the maximum allowable.  If after this time frame the machine is not back in service DOTD reserves the right to exercise the buyback option.  This will be handled on a case to case basis and at DOTD’s discretion.  

Paint

Successful vendor shall supply factory approved trainer to instruct DOTD personnel in all phases of operation and operator maintenance of the machine.
