Workmanship
Any unit delivered under this specification is subject to rejection if there is evidence of poor workmanship, by either the vendor or the original manufacturer.  Any defect, so noted, may be corrected by the vendor to the satisfaction of the Equipment Engineer or his representative.  
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All defect corrections must be completed to the satisfaction of the Equipment Engineer before invoices can be processed for payment. 


Vendor installation of any portion of equipment unit(s) should be stated in “Bidder’s Proposal”.  Failure to note such installations can result in rejection of the unit(s) at the time of delivery.
