Subject: R/V Pelican Shipyard 2016 – General Maintenance and repairs

The following work is to be done on LUMCON’s R/V Pelican, 116’ research vessel. All work is to be performed at the contractor’s yard using materials bought and personnel hired by the contractor, except as noted.

All work as herein specified and/or as indicated on the plans shall be guaranteed against defects in materials and workmanship for a period of one year from final acceptance of the work. The contractor shall, within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice thereof, make good any defects in materials or workmanship which may develop during said one-year period, and any damage to other work caused by such defects or the repairing of same, shall be corrected at contractor’s expense and without cost to the owner.

The R/V Pelican is an ABS Certified Load Line Only Coastal Research Vessel and work shall be done to ABS requirements for a vessel of this type.

All new material used shall be sand blasted to near white and zinc primer coated. Any coating damaged as a result of the work described shall be recoated as original, including areas damaged must be sandblasted and painted.

Bid must include itemized costs per below items noted and respective total of all items.

Agency, LUMCON, is responsible for transport of vessel from Cocodrie, La within up to a sixty (60) mile radius to the successful vendor’s shipyard for repairs to be completed. Costs for any additional mileage beyond two hundred forty (240) miles to be borne by successful vendor. Upon completion of repairs, vendor will return vessel to water. Agency will be responsible for pickup and transport of vessel.

[bookmark: _GoBack]All work shall be completed during the period of Date of Award – December 9, 2016.

Mandatory vessel viewing on October 26, 2016 is required.

Item 01: Drydock/Launch
· Provide labor, materials, and equipment to set up blocks to fit the vessel (docking plan available on request). Lower the dock, pull the vessel and secure all cables. Haul out the vessel and set blocks on the chine bars (p/s). Set walkway for entry and exit. When ready, remove the walkway, secure the side blocks and launch the vessel. Raise and reset the dock to the bulkhead as original.



Item 02: Lay Days
· Hold vessel on dock while repairs are completed, price/day.

Item 03: Shore Power
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to connect 480VAC, 3 phase, 100 amp power to the vessel and check motors for proper rotation and re-connect if rotation is not correct. Maintain power while repairs are completed. When directed, removed power and store cable.

Item 04: Daily Use
· Cost for shore power/day during period that the vessel is on dry dock or in port.

Item 05: Gas-Free/Tank Cleaning
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to gas-free and clean the following tanks:
· Stern Ballast Tanks (p/s)
· Aft Ballast Tanks (p/s)
· Aft Fuel Oil Tanks (p/s)
· Lube Oil Tank
· Hydraulic Oil Tank
· Fuel Oil Day Tank
· #1 Potable Water Tanks (p/s)
· #2 Potable Water Tank
· Forpeak Ballast Tank
· Sewage and Waste Holding Tank

Item 06: Tail Shaft removal
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to withdraw two (2) main tail shafts. Allowing clearance for third party mechanic to replace transmission output seal. Provide cost to reinstall tail shafts after transmission seals are replaced.

Item 07: Rudder Shafts – Inspect and Re-Pack
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to inspect rudder shafts for wear/wasting and repack shafts. Make recommendations for repair/replacement of rudder shafts. Remove and re-install rudder shafts as necessary. All replacement items will be equivalent to existing equipment in specifications and performance. After inspection of rudder shafts and repacking, any further work must be quoted. Provide cost to remove and reinstall two rudder shafts and costs to repack rudder shafts.

Item 08: Hull Cleaning
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to scrap and pressure wash marine growth from bottom side of vessel, from main deck to keel.



Item 09: Valve Replacement
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove and replace eight (8) 2-1/2” keel cooler valves in the engine room on the port and starboard side of the vessel. LUMCON to provide valves and hardware for mounting.


Item 10: Keel Cooler Removal and Reinstallation
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove and four (4) engine keel coolers. Provide cost to reinstall keel coolers. Any necessary repairs are to be quoted.

Item 11: Tank Coating
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to mechanically remove rust from seven (7) ballast and potable water tanks as well as cost to recoat effected areas. LUMCON to provide necessary coating products based on estimate of area to cover.

Item 12: Rudder Room Partial Cleaning and Coating
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to mechanically remove rust from previously replaced steel and various spots with heavy rusting. Provide costs to recoat effected areas with LUMCON provided coating products based on estimate of area to cover.

Item 13: #1 Potable Water Tank (P) Aft Bulkhead
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove and crop in vendor provided 18” x 18” section of matching thickness in aft bulkhead of #1 Potable Water Tank. NDT all welds and mechanically clean and recoat with LUMCON provided coating products.

Item 14: Aft Peak Void Partial Cleaning and Coating
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to mechanically remove rust in various locations of aft peak void. Provide cost to recoat effected areas with LUMCON provided coating products.

Item 15: Aft Peak Void Access Hatch Knife Edge Replacement
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove and replace existing aft peak void access hatch knife edge. Provide cost to mechanically clean and recoat any effected areas with LUMCON provided coating products.

Item 16: Deck Sockets
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove and replace thirty-two (32) deck sockets with customer supplied stainless steel sockets. Weld the socket in place using two passes of stainless to steel electrodes. New sockets must be supported to a minimum of two existing frames/gussets under the deck. NDT all welds and mechanically clean and recoat effected surfaces with LUMCON provided coating products.



Item 17: Watertight Door
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to shim up watertight door located on frame 27 between engine room and machinery space. Shim water tight door to insure proper alignment and watertight integrity when closed.

Item 18: Aft Deck Tugger Stand
· Provide labor, materials and equipment to remove aft deck hydraulic tugger and rebuild stand for either existing or new LUMCON provided tugger.
