A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to amend the agenda to add: 1. Jean Landry and 2. Darryl Carpenter.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to allow the Community Development Team to have their craft show that falls on the annual garage sale on port commission property located on Highway 1 and approving them to get power on said property. The craft show will be on May 27, 2023.
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on March 9, 2023 as read.
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to approve the financial report and pay all invoices associated with operating the port commission. 

Mr. Saleh from PEEC gave the following report: Received two bids yesterday for the Commercial Dock with base being $2,618,135.00 and total is $ 4,545,000.00. Will take the two bids under advisement and will give the board our recommendation at the next meeting. FEMA approved 7 of the 9 projects submitted. The Port has received the money for 6 of the 7 projects.  Mr. Saleh gave the port two suggestions for the office since only one bid was received and then the bidder backed out of job; either readvertise to repair or get with FEMA to use the money on another project. 
Attorney William Watkins stated that there is no legal activity at this time. 

Director Danos stated that the 1. Dock repairs is 90% complete. 2. Will be meeting LDWF on 4/19/23 0n Oyster Farm #2 expansion. 3. The Bayou Rigaud dredging is 32 % complete. There are moving west on mile 2.05.  Target completion date is late May early June.  4. Watching HB 581, attended Pal conference in Houma, coordinating Memorial Day Garage Sane and worked with Misty on Ambrose Besson tribute to go on port website. 5. Had to call the police and have them issue Mr. James Santiny a criminal trespassing misdemeanor summons to go to court on 6/15/23. He was already issued a no trespassing order. Commissioner Pizani stated that the Commercial Fisherman would like to have a water line ran so they can get water to their boats.
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to authorize Mr. Saleh to help work on the logistics of the new waterline.
Motion was wade by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to get all the port property appraised. Try local first for another week and if not Ricky Juban’s appraisal quote is unanimously approved.

A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 1:42 p.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to reconvene the meeting at 1:52 p.m.
A motion was made by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:53 p.m.
