A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Ward to fine Virgil Clipps d/b/a By the Specs Roofing & Consulting the maximum fine plus administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order and forward the case to the Louisiana Attorney General’s Office. The Motion passed.
3. Uri Usias Hernandez d/b/a J&J Painting Contractor Company, New Orleans, Louisiana - La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1). 
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Uri Hernandez was present and sworn in. Ms. Hughes mentioned that Mr. Hernandez has outstanding fines from previous violations. Mr. Hernandez entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Penn to accept the plea. Mr. Hernandez gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Wyman to fine Uri Usias Hernandez d/b/a J&J Painting Contractor Company the maximum fine plus cost, allow a conditional home improvement registration with $100-per-month payments towards the fines, and the board will reconsider the penalty in one year. The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and past appearances before the Board. Kenneth Davis was present and sworn in. Mr. Davis entered a no contest plea for the first three projects on the agenda and a denial plea on the fourth project. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Wyman to accept the no contest plea. The Motion passed. Investigator Todd Brady was called to the stand and sworn in to review the exhibits for 243 Joshua Reed Drive in Houma, La. Homeowner Mark Louviere was called to the stand and sworn in. Mr. Louviere gave a statement, and Mr. Davis questioned Mr. Louviere. Mr. Foster questioned Mr. Davis. The exhibit packet was filed and admitted. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Ward to find Integrity Pools of Louisiana, LLC to be in violation regarding the project at 243 Joshua Reed Drive in Houma, La. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Ms. Penn to fine Integrity Pools of Louisiana, LLC $11,875 plus administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order, and forward the case to the Louisiana Attorney General’s Office. The Motion Passed. A Motion was made by Ms. Penn and seconded by Ms. Gibson to fine Integrity Pools of Louisiana, LLC the maximum fine plus administrative cost regarding the first three projects mentioned on the agenda. The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Clifford Young was present and sworn in. Mr. Young entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Wyman to accept the no contest plea. The Motion passed. Mr. Young made a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Gibson to fine Clifford Young d/b/a Ark-La-Tex Paving $2,000 plus administrative costs unless he obtains a home improvement registration or residential building license within 90 days, in which case his fine would be reduced to $500 plus administrative costs. The Motion passed.
