Judge White introduced himself and advised those present of his duties.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Mr. Ward to accept the Minutes of the January 5, 2011 regular meeting.  The Motion passed.
NEW BUSINESS
JUDGMENT HEARING(S):
Ms. Fitch informed the Residential Committee, that Judgment Hearings B1 & B2 listed on the Agenda have been settled.   

Vulcan Investments, LLC (RL.87319)
Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by, Vulcan Investments, LLC, of the provisions of Louisiana R. S.  37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief you have a default judgment which was rendered by the Second Parish Court for the Parish of Jefferson, Division “B”, No. 105314, Parish of Jefferson, State of Louisiana, on the 14th day of October, 2009, in which Torrance T. Green, Individually, Malika H. Green, a Party of Interest, and Vulcan Investments, L.L.C., holder of Residential Contractor’s License number 87319, was “ordered to pay jointly, severely and in solido for the principal sum of THREE THOUSAND ONE HUN-DRED FORTY NINE DOLLARS AND 33/100 ($3,149.33), plus service charges of $126.44 from May 11, 2009 through July 31, 2009, plus $1.55 per diem service charges from August 1, 2009 until the total amount due has been paid in full, all expenses incurred in the collection of all monies due and attorneys’ fees of  25% of the entire sum due in favor of Jefferson Door Company, Inc.”

Ms. Kris Fitch read the allegations against Vulcan Investments, LLC and asked if a representative was present.  There was no response.  Attorney Joshua P. Mathews representing Jefferson Door Company, Inc. was present.  Attorney Mathews came to the stand and requested a continuance of the hearing.  

A MOTION was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Dugas to grant a continuance of Vulcan Investments, LLC, until proper notification has been served. 
Dennie Ray McKnight (RL.880491)
Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by, Dennie Ray McKnight, of the provisions of Louisiana R. S.  37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief you have a judgment which was rendered by the 33rd Judicial District Court, No. 2010-397-“C”, Parish of Allen, State of Louisiana, on the 23rd day of August, 2010, in which Staci McKnight and Dennie R. McKnight, holder of Residential Contractor License number 880491,  were ordered to “pay in the principal amount of FOUR THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED SEVENTY-FIVE DOLLARS AND 69/100 ($4,375.69), plus attorney’s fees equal to 25% of the principal award, service charges on each unpaid invoice at the per annum rate of 18% commencing twenty five days from the date of the invoice until paid, and all costs of the proceeding in favor of LCR-M Limited Partnership.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED that LCR-M Limited Partnership have a judgment against Staci McKnight in the principal amount of TWO THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED AND NO/100 ($2,500.00), plus a penalty of $2,500.00, attorney’s fees of $1,000.00, interest at the legal rate on the principal award and penalty from the date of judicial demand until paid, and all costs of the proceeding.  This principal award is joint, several, and in solido with the award against Dennie R. McKnight in favor of LCR-M Limited Partnership.”
