PAL CONFERENCE 2019:


Lynn reported that the Ports Association has a new executive director that will be in their office to begin working by November 01st. She thanked Joyce Haynes for recommending the Zydeco Ballers for the conference. They will be doing a demonstration of zydeco dancing as well as teaching any steps to anybody interested. She also thanked Rene Escuriex and his staff for their help with the conference as well. Lynn currently has 20 vendors that are going to set up their booths at the conference.
REMOVAL OF THE GAS LINE:



Jacque reported that Rosie LeBreton and Ralph Chustz had inquired about an update on the removal of the gas line. Lynn spoke with Steven Chachere at Delek and they are working on getting the consents to allow the gas line to be removed. As soon as they get those, hopefully they can then get the permit.

ST. BERNARD DOCK:


The Louisiana Supreme Court granted writs on the issue with the St. Bernard Port and the Violet Port Dock. They will hear the argument as to whether they took property for public purposes.
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Jacque also gave an update on the Lake Charles Port / Sasol suit where two landowners did not want to sell their property to Sasol. Sasol then asked the Port of Lake Charles to expropriate the property. One of the landowners did settle and one did not. As the case moved forward, the Trial Judge did issue an injunction that the Port of Lake Charles could not take the landowners property. The Court of Appeals also agreed with the Trial Court.
The next meeting date was scheduled for November 05, 2018. There being no
further business, Commissioner Monita Reed motioned for the meeting to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Ken Vidrine.
