A request for a resolution for final payment approval will be tabled until the next regular Commission meeting which is scheduled for June 14, 2016. 
2.  Prospective Tenant (s) Update 
The port director gave a brief summary on the CCC Conference (Critical Commodities Conference)

held in New Orleans recently. He met with a representative from the Polymer Pellet Industry, based in New Orleans and CN representatives to discuss future trans-loading opportunities. He reported discussing Port Manchac’s progress and on-going port improvements to the various companies interested in the inter-modal port terminal.
