                                     MINUTES REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING 
The Regular meeting was called to order by President Don Boihem at 10:30 a.m. on Tuesday, August 11, 2015 at the office of the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission, 163 W. Hickory Street, Ponchatoula, Louisiana.

All in attendance were welcomed. 
Having  no comments  the president then asked for a motion to adopt the August 11, 2015 meeting agenda

It was moved by Commission Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Drake III that the Commission adopt the minutes, as presented, of its Regular Meeting held on Tuesday, July 14, 2015.  Motion passed. TREASURER’S REPORT:
Commissioner Ferrara presented the Financial Reports for the month ending July 30, 2015. He reported on the Prior Month Comparison June vs July report.    The Monthly Statement for July showed that the total revenues were $82,657.52 and the total expenses were $82,543.00, leaving a net income of $114.52. Additional revenues received were from the LA-DOTD Port Priority 90% match for State Project . Hearing no additions or deletions, a motion for approval of the July 30, 2015 financials, as presented, was made by Commissioner  Drake III  and seconded by Commissioner  Daniels II. Motion passed. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. DOTD- Port Priority State Project: SPN 578-053-00113 (321)
    Bulkhead, Lay-down Area, and Dredging Project

The port director, Patrick Dufresne, gave an update on the Bulkhead project reporting on the revisions/modifications to the actual design areas pertaining to dredge materials that is needed or required to complete the project.  Adjustments 
within certain areas were re-evaluated in regards to the curvature of the shoreline protection area to accommodate fully loaded river barges in the future.  The 5 acres on the southern end of property will be available for various storage and trans-loading projects in the future. The dredge material will enhance the property on the north-end giving more flexibility for future use. The director also informed the Commission that an additional agreement is needed for the purpose of reviewing the project invoices for approval prior to DOTD payments.  Also a payment request was presented for review and approval from the contractor, Professional Construction Services, Inc., in regards to the Application for Partial Payment No. 2 relating to SPN 578-53-0012/H.003600 Project.

Secretary Drake III introduced the resolution relative to the additional agreement with URS/AECON.

a) Resolution
It was moved by Commissioner Joubert, seconded by Commissioner Daniels II that the Commission authorizes,  

an amount not to exceed $4,000 for Professional Services Agreement with URS/AECOM in regards to reviewing invoices involving the construction materials for the project contractor Professional Construction Services pertaining to Louisiana State Project SPN 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322)- Port Improvements Shoreline Protection Dredging, Loading Dock and Laydown Yard at Port Manchac. b) Resolution
Secretary Drake III introduced the resolution relative to Partial Payment No. 2 for approval.
It was moved by Commissioner Brumfield, seconded by Commissioner Ferrara that the Commission authorizes Patrick Dufresne, Port Director,  to approve and execute the Application for Partial Payment No. 2, Contract Number 2 from Professional Construction Services, Inc. (PCS) relating to the SPN 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322)- Port Improvements Shoreline Protection Dredging, Loading Dock and Laydown Yard at Port Manchac. The project work amount due this application is $165,258.75. Motion passed. Roll call vote.  Yeas: 6– Boihem, Brumfield, Daniels II, Ernie Drake III, Ferrara and Joubert   Nays: 0   Absent:  1- Watkins

2. Prospective Tenant (s) Project Research Update
Work continues with CN to market the terminal to the Polymer Pellet Manufacturing Industry.  In addition, the port has been contacted by two additional companies, interested in storing and trans-loading products into railcars at the terminal.

3.  North Pass Dredge Permit Update
The port director reported working on an additional permit to compliment the current dredge program in the harbor to

do some additional dredging on the six (6) miles of North Pass  that would provide a 10’ draft minimum to the Lake Pontchartrain.  Commission Watkins is assisting with the research, based on a previous dredge study, to get an estimate on cubic yards that need to be removed. The goal is to lower per cubic yards/cost of this project the spill containment part of that project.  With the assistance of  the Wild Life & Fisheries or landowners in certain parts of the channel the concept is to essentially distribute the product/materials into the marsh or shoreline bank  making  this a much less burden relative to the financial total of project cost. Appreciation was extended to Commissioner Watkins for his participation in the research and hopefully by the next meeting the research will be completed and  allow the entire channel lto  be done in some point in time.

4.  Forklift (s) Update

The port director informed the Commission that some interest had be shown in the two forklifts For Sale.  The advertisement was listed in the Port’s Journal of Record, The Ponchatoula Times, and also in the Daily Star as well as some free web-sites.  An update will be given at the next meeting.  The sale is for a fair market value.
5.  Generator Project Update (FEMA-Grant No. 1603-DR-LA-0079)
The first meeting was held with the project engineers URS/AECON, to discuss the FEMA Generator project.  An electrical engineer is required to help with the final electrical design on project and stamp for approval. A follow-up meeting will take place and more information will be provided at the next Port meeting. Thanks were extended to President Boihem for his attendance at the meeting.
